Public Transport Proposals: Mr Forrest explained that his proposal was to provide additional evening services to and from Worcester on 2 days a week. Two scheduled services would operate at around 7.00pm and 8.00pm with a “destination only service”, operating at say 10pm and 11pm.

The services start at Worcester Bus station and will call at the villages returning to the Bus station. The later “destination only” services would only leave the bus station and travel to a particular destination on request. It would not pick up at intermediate stops. 
There was concern about the long term viability of the service and that the parish council should not contribute to any subsidy other than the figure of up to £200 to publicise the service.

It was proposed Mr Simmonds, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved that the parish council would support the initiative by the Worcestershire County Council to provide additional evening bus services subject to a contribution of up to £200 for publicity.
