	Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received and accepted from Councillors Philip Cordelle and Elizabeth Cudd

	Confirmation of the minutes of the meeting of  21st March 2012

GB proposed and DR  seconded, with a unanimous vote in favour, to confirm the minutes of the meeting of 21st March 2012

	4. 
	Progress Report on matters arising
Matters arising from 21st March

Item 9b (Advertisement of Clerk’s post): advertised on noticeboards and through WCALC (see item 9)

Item 12 (New Homes Bonus): WDC informed of the Council’s plans and has clarified that the amount available for 6 years will be the sum of £19,698 + possible additional amounts payable on any further net gain in occupied housing.

Item 15 (Lengthsman): Reported

Item 16: (Footway lighting): Prysmian authorised to go ahead and issues raised with WCC – have chased but Prysmian contact out of office.  Have spoken to WCC who will be sending the requested information after further consideration of the new WCC contract with Prysmian.
Matters arising from February 15th
Item 12 (Brewers Lane development name): the name will be Fothersway Close (copy email in file)
Item 16b (Aldington seat): seat delivered and installed.  Long Lartin have finally been in touch and do have a 6’ and 4’ seat available.  Agenda item for May
Old Post Office Lane: request for support over resurfacing.  The residents’ representative met with Roy Fullee on 22nd March. (Copy email in file)

Tree Removed on Brewers Lane: Due to difficulties in obtaining reply to emails sent the Clerk has spoken to a more senior officer at WDC and now expects a substantive reply in week commencing 24th April.

The Clerk also informed the Council that the 2011/12 VAT reclaim had been made and HMRC annual return filed and that account should go to the internal auditor in week commencing 24th April.

	5. 
	Police Matters
PG gave an oral report on recent PACT meeting.  It was agreed that in the light of the reply received by the Clerk from WDC as to placing 30mph speed restriction stickers on wheelie bins that option should not be pursued.
PG was asked to raise the possibility of the purchase of a second VAS sign at the next PACT meeting.

	6. 
	District and County Councillors Forum (if any)
County Councillor Tom Bean addressed the meeting on the following topics:

(i) WCC had agreed to maintain a standstill on the precept for both the Council and the Fire Authority.  Councillor Bean had expressed concern about the latter because of the possible effect on staffing and therefore adequate cover.

(ii) WCC had passed the plans for the Hartlebury Waste Disposal Site but were now awaiting the decision of the Minister following receipt of the Inspector’s report.  Decision due by 23rd April.  PM raised concerns about this – it was agreed he should write directly to Councillor Bean.

(iii) TB’s Divisional Fund for 2012/13, which stands at £10,550.  Applications should be made to Councillor Bean directly.  Councillor Bean expressed disappointment that no application had been made for projects in the Parish but this was queried by MC.  Councillor Bean to check the position.

MT asked Councillor Bean to look into the repainting of the yellow lines on Brewers Lane and Councillor Bean agreed to do so.

	Planning

a. The minutes for the meeting of 21st March 2012 were noted.
b. Enforcement Policy: Following discussion it was unanimously agreed that  the Parish Council should take steps to ensure that residents were aware of the enforcement procedure and that WDC were applying the procedure correctly where an issue has been raised but should not adopt a policy of checking that conditions were being complied with.

	Horsebridge Play Area
The proposed presentation was postponed indefinitely.

	9. 
	Clerk’s Resignation

a. It was noted  that 5 applications had been received

b. IB and EN were appointed to act with the Chairman to consider the applications, conduct such interviews as they consider appropriate and recommend an  appointment to the May Council meeting

It was confirmed that the Clerk’s contract will continue until the end of May 2012.

	Think Local in Worcestershire consultation
MC, DB and GB were appointed as  a working party to prepare a reply for consideration at the May meeting

	11. 
	New Homes Bonus
IB and GB gave an oral report on the presentation on 28th March 2012, covering the nature of the Bonus, the application process and what it can be used for (including examples of applications which are being made by other Councils).  It appears that it is possible to apply for virtually the whole of the funds available in one year rather than taking it in 6 parts.

IB and GB made the following recommendations:
(i) it is important that the availability of the Bonus in the future is not seen as driving planning decisions

(ii) ensuring that the Council does get the benefit of the Bonus should be a priority and 

(iii) to that end it should be an agenda item for report on every agenda

It was unanimously resolved to continue the Council’s membership of WCALC at a cost of £698.92 including VAT

It was unanimously resolved to participate in the new Wychavon Bursary Award Scheme

It was unanimously resolved to authorise payment of the entry fees for the Wychavon Sport Parish Games to a maximum of £60.00

a. It was unanimously RESOLVED to grant £114.50 in rural rate relief to Andrew Pattison (Badsey Butcher) on the grounds that the business is of benefit to the local community and it is reasonable for the Parish to support it financially

b. It was unanimously RESOLVED to accept the insurance quote from AON for 2012-13 in the sum of £3008.08
