The matter was discussed and a report on the plan being prepared by Alfrick & Suckley was read out by the chairman. The next stage will be to advertise locally to generate interest in the steering group. Mr Seymour to put forward a proposal regarding the constitution of the steering group at the next parish council meeting.

9. A.O.B

Affordable Housing - It was noted that the revised planning application for 10 affordable homes in Bransford had been submitted to MHDC by Festival Housing on 4th April and had appeared on the website and gone out for consultation on 23rd April. The plans are not yet available on the website and the clerk was asked to request an extension so that the matter could go before the planning committee at the next parish council meeting on May 22nd.
The matter was discussed at length and the chairman proposed that an extraordinary meeting be convened on 8th May, publicised widely in the area and with the press invited. Mr Gloster seconded on the basis that the extraordinary meeting should only be called if the requested extension is not forthcoming, and all were in favour. Mr Porter suggested that if called, the extraordinary meeting should be held at The Fold to facilitate attendance by people local to the development. All agreed.
It was noted that planning application 12/00174/HOU (Ashfields – Mr & Mrs A Warburton) will go before the NADCC on 2nd May.

Mr Sharp expressed the view that Suckley should be invited to join the oil purchasing group before the next group meeting on 25th May.

Mr Sharp circulated details of the proposed Jubilee commemorative mug to be distributed to the children of the parish. The mugs cost £3.85 each plus £5 for printing and carriage and can be ordered either as a batch of 144 or 180.
There are approximately 137 children under the age of 11 in the parish and it was proposed by Mr Husband that the council purchase 180 to ensure that there are enough. Seconded by Mrs Cooke and carried 7 votes for and none against with 1 abstention.
