Reports by District and County Councillors and other Representatives.

District County Cllr. Roger Cousins raised a number of issues:

i. The viability of using wheelie bins for recycling collections was being investigated.  This would allow glass recycling to be included.   
ii. The recent planning application to place holiday let yurts near Castlemorton Common had been referred to committee and had been approved with a condition on the color.
iii. The newly nominated Conservators Director had had resigned due to ill health.
iv. A report was to be submitted to the local parish magazine identifying glass recycling spots.

County Cllr. Tom Wells raised the following:

i. He had requested bus operators to ensure drivers did not depart stops ahead of the designated time.
ii. He was to look at sites on Marlbank and Garret Bank for the positioning of the VAS with Cllr. Sharrock.

iii. WCC were looking to improve footways.  The council reiterated the poor state of the one from The Marlbank Inn to Upper Welland.. 

iv. He confirmed that Lawn Farm, The Pheasant Inn and Church Villa had been proposed for inclusion for development in the SWDP.  Approval of the SWDP was to be sought on 3rd July although further consultations would be held regarding these sites up to October.  The SWDC would have to be approved by March 2013

i. Playing Fields: The Clerk confirmed that the Rospa report had been received.  The new swing set was due to be installed within the next month.  It was agreed that it was currently inadvisable to contract out any reseeding of Spitalfields; patching could be achieved by volunteers.  It was noted that the Pavilion Committee were liasing with Hollands over a maintenance contract.
ii.  Fete/Diamond Jubilee: The commemorative medals had been delivered and plans for the Jubilee event on 5th June and the Fete on 7th July were progressing.  All children in school year 6 and under would receive a medal with the remainder being sold.  Proceeds from income generated by the climbing wall on 5th June would pay for medals to be presented to race participants on fete day.
