The project was outlined for the information of those present and a brief discussion ensued, however as this item was not  urgent and due to the lack of time available, the matter was deferred to the next meeting.

b) Village Hall Committee for the annual insurance premium for the Village Hall.
Keith Brooks, Chairman of the Village Hall Committee informed the meeting that it was becoming increasingly difficult to meet the cost of insuring the building as well as maintaining the running costs and requested the Parish Council to pay the insurance premium for the current year.  Accounts for the previous financial year had been prepared and were viewed by all present. The Chairman proposed that the Parish Council should meet this payment, which was seconded by Councillor Downes and carried forward by all.

 The question arose as to who should be responsible for insuring the building in any event, there previously having been some doubt as to who actually owned the village hall. If the Parish Council is indeed the owner, then the onus of responsibility for insuring the building must belong to it. It was agreed that the question of ownership be ratified once and for all so that future payments would be made in the appropriate way.

Mr Keith Brooks reported the one remaining caravan at Hill Top on Mrs Smart’s land has been vandalised and needs removing together with a great deal of rubbish and litter. The Clerk was requested to report this to Paul Clements, Enforcement Officer at MHDC. Also, there are pot holes at the bottom of Weston Hill that need repairing.   
Prior to the meeting, Mr Stuart Grieveson from Crown East House, Cotheridge had contacted the Clerk and County Councillor Davies with his concerns of the excess speed of traffic and in particular motor bikes, outside his property’s entrance on A44. He now suggests that to resolve the problem, the 40 mph restriction should be re-sited, beginning at the Hereford island and to continue past his property’s drive towards Otherton Lane. He has canvassed local residents who support him in this effort and is now requesting further support. from both Broadwas, Cotheridge’s and Rushwick’s Parish Councils. 
Although sympathetic, the Parish Council felt that its only way forward would be to ask Safer Roads Partnership to consider Mr Grieveson’s concerns in their Community Concern Programme which began in Spring 2012.
