2. Presentation from PACT 
The type of sign has been decided, it will be a “SLOW DOWN” one
Out of the speed checks done todate in the village, those going over 36mph were given a warning and one driver doing over 56mph was sent on a speed awareness course.  The cost of the sign would be £2625 + vat divided by 3 villages, i.e. £875.00 + VAT.  Each PC would need to individually insure the sign.

Once definite positions are agreed County will put speed cables down to monitor the traffic, speed and direction.  Then an up to date quotation will be sent out for each Parish Council to decide the way forward, time scale should be before Christmas.  The Chairman explained we have not made provision for this in the current years budget.

e) Road Works

Meeting held with Roy Fullee, minutes as follows, taken by Cllr Hodgkins 

Firstly, thank you for meeting me earlier today to review work to date and possible future work to be undertaken. Basically, we had a short review of the work by Ringway to date and I expressed the concerns raised by the Parish Council and gave you a copy of the letter recently forwarded to the County Council expressing our concerns .I also raised the question as to why the last 150 metres of Abberton Rd pavement were not in the original programme. As you are aware I had a very informative discussion with Peter  Ashcroft who advised me of the planned road work to be conducted on Main Street between the 2nd April and 13th April 2012. I believe you have prior knowledge of these discussions. We then proceeded to walk down Broad Lane and I pointed out and you acknowledged areas which were of major concern for example raised BT covers, significant lorry damage on the pavements and last but by no means least the total breakdown of the road surface immediately outside Wellfield and the approach to the Village Hall. On the topic of pavements you agreed to raise matter within the relevant departments, and give our request your support. With regards to the Road you pointed out that the overhaul surface was not in too bad condition but acknowledged that their was damage on the edges that needed attention, and that probably with a tarmac and chip topping that would surfice for the medium term. I await your comments.


I attach herewith a letter from two residents in Broad Lane  re. The land between their driveway and the road, we reviewed this area and your views were that this was not a pavement issue but more likely an area which could be addressed if and when the road work was undertaken. Please could you acknowledge that this was a true reflection of our meeting. Many thanks and I look forward to your response.

First Response

 Jill  was called out to a lady in the village last week and it proved very worthwhile as the ambulance crew  came from out of the area and got diverted from Flyford Flavell through to Throckmorton which meant there  was a gap of about 12mins from her initial arrival until the crew arrived on scene.

She would like to bring to the PC  for consideration the following :-  She has noticed recently that the gates into the fields at the north end of the village off Badgers walk and Babylon Lane are now padlocked.  She understand they are locked for security reasons, but is concerned that in an emergency i.e. for an ambulance to get to a patient walking or to gain access to the Air Ambulance should they need to land in one of those fields a considerable amount of time may be lost trying to get the code for the padlocks or alternatively calling out the Fire Brigade to cut the chains. Jill has contacted Ambulance control and they are able to put the padlock codes onto their system in case of emergency access. Or alternatively Jill has suggested a notice with a phone number to call in an emergency.  Cllr Day has agreed to discuss this matter with Jill.
