6. Planning:

a) Council’s response to planning applications between meetings and reports on decisions
W/11/02484/CW Change of use of land - More correspondence has been received from the applicant.  Suggested condition that can be made is that “no construction should take place on the land” – mention soil protection
W/11/02292/PM Rec Ground - This have been approved.  Equipment should be erected on the site by the end of March.  Bench to be moved
W/11/02606/PN Fir Tree Cottage permission was refused

The proposed development constitutes the construction of a new dwelling on a site that lies outside the development boundary of Lower Moor and is therefore within an area of open countryside, where there is a presumption against new residential development unless in exceptional circumstances. Notwithstanding the submission of the applicant, it is the Local Planning Authority's opinion that the site does not benefit from an extant planning permission for a replacement bungalow. While the contribution towards the Council's current shortfall in housing land supply is noted, given the very limited contribution the proposal would make towards this, it is considered that neither this, nor the previous planning approval on the site, would constitute a material planning consideration that would outweigh the in principle

objection to development in this location. As such, it is considered that the proposed development would be contrary to Policies GD1 of the Wychavon District Local Plan

(June 2006), and Policy D10 of the Worcestershire County Structure Plan.

The current account opened with a balance of £7,831.67
Cheques to the value of £665.26  were written out, all have been presented to the bank.

8. Councilors’ reports and items for future agenda
Report on budget meeting at County Hall

Stability is the key.
1. County Council will freeze Council Tax 2012/13 in return for £5.5m from central government.
2. Savings in current year are on track and it looks as though they will not touch their £15m contingency fund.
3. The Lengthsman scheme is safe and will be extended in areas where it is not yet working.
4. County are looking at Care issues, they are considering a way in which communities could have a 'care warden' who would be responsible for visiting the elderly in the community on a weekly basis to ensure they are OK and help with any of their concerns. The target population would be people who are not ready for Residential Care and wish to stay in their own homes. The funding and operation would be much the same as the Lengthsman scheme, it would give us control and fit in with the Localism Bill.
5. County Council have no idea of the implications of Central Government plans following their decision to extend the debt reduction beyond the length of this parliament by two years. The original undertaking was £5.5m each year to 2015 but there are fears that bad news could be round the corner.
6. There are no proposals to close libraries so our mobile service is safe.

· The car park would close at a stipulated time.

· Use of the field would be from 12 to 10pm

· Nominated charity for this event would be the Riverside Youth Club
