4.1 Village green / play area

4.2     Flood / Drainage

4.5     Lighting


It was proposed and seconded to proceed with the lighting project as per Option 4. This option is a basic upgrade and replacement of lanterns with LED units for all full night lamps incl Lamp 22, plus replacement lanterns as per Prysmian Survey.  The total cost which will be funded from reserves is £11,835.00.  Once the work has been completed the PC should see a saving of £1,100.00 per annum on the electric bill.
Cllr Selvey wished it to be minuted that certain residents may not be happy with Part Night Light.  He was reassured that if there was a problem then the lights could be changed to full night again.  

A vote of thanks from the PC to Cllr Morgan-Nash for his hard work was noted.

4.6     Footpaths

Details of footway repairs required: 

· Bridge Street - Re-surfacing, various areas of a 150m Section.

· Blacksmiths Lane - Re-surfacing, approx. 60m, near Salters Lane. 

· Salters Lane - Re-surfacing, approx. 30m, near Blacksmiths Lane.

· A44 - Re-leveling and Re-surfacing at various areas at a section approx. 50m from

Junction with Salters Lane to approx. 50m South of 40mph restriction sign.
It was agreed the Clerk should draw up a schedule of work for the Lengthsman which councilors could check monthly.

4.8     Dog Bins

The clerk has taken delivery of three dog bins and 1 pole.
The emptying costs ; £1.06 per collection + £4.44 for cleaning twice a year per bin, 

Cost for 3 bins @ once a week - £178.68 per year

Cost for 3 bins @ twice a week - £357.36 per year

Location were discussed, once a final decision is made by the Council, the clerk will instruct Wychavon of frequency of collections. No bins are to be installed until Wychavon have been advised.
