Debbie Brookes gave a short presentation regarding a proposed development of affordable housing units on land adjacent to Welland Nursing Home.  It was likely that permission would be requested to build a number of ‘open market’ properties to help finance the scheme.  Whether the scheme progressed and how many affordable units would be proposed would be reliant upon a housing needs survey.  The Parish Council has resisted undertaking such a survey on several occasions in the past and no decision would be made at this meeting.

He had also met with the owner of The Pheasant Inn who had confirmed that the site had been proposed for inclusion in the SWDP.  The interior of the building was severely damaged.
