6. 
TO CO-OPT A NEW MEMBER TO THE PARISH COUNCIL


The application of Mr Roy Mitchell was considered. The chairman proposed Mr Mitchell be 


co-opted, Mr Jenkins seconded, all in favour.

Mr Mitchell signed the ‘Declaration of acceptance of office’ and joined the meeting.

MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

The minutes of the parish council meeting held on Monday 16th January were accepted by all as a correct record of the proceedings and were signed by the Chairman.

TO RECEIVE THE REPORTS OF REPRESENTATIVES OF OTHER BODIES

Mr Yapp noted that a new director has been appointed by the Conservators, but details had not 
yet been released. He also reported that the St Ann’s Well issue is still ongoing and there is no 
news on the precept as yet.

TO RECEIVE UPDATES ON MATTERS ARISING IN PREVIOUS MINUTES

a)
Speeding traffic on Stocks Lane
Speed limit enforcement is currently in force and several motorists have been caught using the mobile speed camera.

b)
SWDP
The Chairman and District Councillor, Tom Wells had attended a meeting of MHDC full council in February. The matter will come before full council again in June but the decision has been postponed until the autumn. The report detailing the responses to the SWDP document has not yet been published; there had been an overwhelming response to the document and the responses are still being collated and analysed.

c)
Diamond Jubilee event
Mrs Craze reported that the Trustees of The Beauchamp Community had refused permission for the planned Jubilee event to take place in the grounds. It was agreed that the parish should hold a community event to mark the Jubilee and the alternative of holding a Newland Jubilee Picnic in the Jeavons Paddock was discussed. The chairman outlined the events taking place in Malvern on Saturday 2nd and Sunday 3rd June and it was agreed that Monday 4th would be the most appropriate day. Mr Jenkins suggested using the scout’s marquee and Mr Yapp and Mrs Craze agreed to sound out the residents of Stocks Lane and The Beauchamp Community respectively to gauge the level of interest amongst residents of participating. 

Once details have been finalised a notice advertising the event will be published in The Grapevine.
d)
Review of parliamentary constituencies
It was noted that the initial consultation period had closed, but that once the results were published there would be an opportunity to comment upon them.
