Matters Arising (Not already on Clerk’s Report and Agenda)
1. The Clerk had applied for another planning application for the cycle track on Berryfields. PP02011272
2. The Clerk had written a letter to Safer Roads Partnership requesting that they consider Mr. Grievson’s concerns as mentioned at the last PC meeting. (minute entry 12/063)
3. (12/067) The Parish Council felt that this area is likely to be part of the owner’s drive for use as a sight line for the traffic on the A44. The installation of a litter bin would legitimise the area as a ‘pull in’ therefore it was agreed to monitor the litter situation for the time being.

4. (12/069) Clarification has been confirmed regarding the ownership of the Village Hall from deeds dated 23.9.1971, which clearly states this to be the Parish Council’s. Based on these findings Cllr. Downes proposed that the cost of the annual insurance premiums for the Village Hall be paid
     henceforth by the Parish Council. This was seconded by

In order to position the steam tractor on Berryfields, access was 
                     gained via the right of way and by the removal of 3/4 posts on

                     the west edge of the field. This action had prompted an idea to 

                     extend the car park by  5  meters through the area known as the

                     ‘sling’ as an alternative to a suggestion to extend the whole of 

                      the car park on Berryfields by some 2meters and costing 

                      approximately £3000.00.


This alteration would create an area suitable for extra parking or
                      for a ‘turning point’ for cars and hopefully, alleviate some of the
                     parking problems suffered by users of the car park.
