Progress reports and other matters arising from these minutes

Debbie Brookes had followed up her presentation last month with a letter detailing a review of affordable housing sites by Nigel Potter when he was the Worcestershire Rural Housing Enabler for Community First.  No decision was to be made regarding a housing needs survey until the results of the SWDP were finalised.
The Clerk reported that he was awaiting a decision from MHDC whether they could add the section of grass on the corner of Giffard Drive to their cutting schedule.

The Clerk reported that the cost of a new flag would be approximately £50.  A decision would be made in the second half of the financial year.

Reports by District and County Councillors and other Representatives.

District Cllr. Mr Roger Cousins reported that MHDC had postponed adoption of the South Worcestershire Development Plan until November after the next series of consultations had taken place.
He confirmed that the application for funding for the Morton Ward to receive superfast broadband had been submitted.

The steam rally had been postponed until 21st September due to the bad weather.  The organisers had agreed to fix the cattle grid on Woodside Lane and to join a liason group with local residents.

County Cllr. Mr Tom Wells confirmed that he knew of two examples where planning permission for development of land within the curtilage of a pub had been dependent upon the retention of the pub itself.  He hoped that this would be a condition if the Pheasant Inn was approved for inclusion in the SWDP. 

From September there was to be a new operator of the 363 bus route.  This would result in passengers from Welland changing at Upton for onward travel to Worcester.
