	Reports made:
PC Wood reported motorbike incidents recently noted. There is also to be a car crime campaign to be carried out around Chepstow Ave area as crimes reported locally.

There is to be a loss of x1 CSO post locally.

Police to attend fete and have a stand on 8th July.

County Cllr A. Roberts made his report as circulated with the agenda.

Ward Cllrs L & S Hodgson’s reports were previously circulated with the agenda.

D.Long confirmed the area and plans for the M5 corridor proposals as part of the South Worcs Development Plan and recommended that everyone view the SWDP website for further information.

M.Bayliss clarified the situation re the Football Ground planning conditions.

Meetings of Worcester City, Malvern Hills & Wychavon Councils are to be held at the same time on 3rd July to agree the 2nd round of consultation and any significant changes made since round 1. Public able to attend. Any representations made to date will continue to be valid. Targeted consultation to be carried out from 6th August to 14th September. Agreed that it is important that Warndon Parish Council gives consistent information.
M. Bayliss confirmed the timetable and reasoning behind it re the Joint Core Strategy. Also confirmed the impact of the new planning policy framework on local development if no SWDP in place.

R. Morris suggested that if sufficient demand it may be worth holding a public consultation in this area and asked Cllr Roberts to take this forward as appropriate. Also suggested that Worcester City let us know areas to be covered by the consultation so that we can ensure it is appropriate.

	Environmental reports:

Grass cutting has raised concern recently re quality of cuts. There are fears that we are not getting value for money under the enhanced scheme. Worcester City meeting to be arranged – all agreed. (M. Bayliss declared an interest at this stage and did not vote).

D. Merriman requested that no more watering was carried out for the fruit trees please due to current weather conditions!

R. Morris reported that LGCC court yard was to be cleared and cleaned for the fete – T. Pond also offered to assist.

It was noted that registrations of interest need to be submitted to the Monitoring Officer within 28 days.
Standing Orders – it was agreed that the threshold for tenders be amended to £5000.00 and that the clause have a notational line added re  agreed Worcester City schemes. Proposed E. Holloway, seconded R. Morris. All agreed. (M. Bayliss had declared an interest – abstained).

Freedom of Information Publication Scheme – the draft had been circulated previously. It was proposed by S. Mackay, seconded by V. Barrall that the scheme be adopted. All agreed.

Model Complaints procedure (CALC / NALC) – it was proposed by E. Holloway, seconded by S. Mackay that the procedure be adopted. All agreed.

Worcs Agreement – NF / DL / SM had not yet had time to pursue – deferred to next meeting.
