	Presentation by Worcester City Council on the South Worcs Development Plan:

D. Sharkey, A. Bonsor & A. Cooper joined the meeting to give a presentation on the consultation re significant changes to the SWDP. A power point presentation was given to all those present re progress to date, changes proposed, infrastructure proposed and how to respond to the consultation. Questions were taken throughout the presentation.
The consultation on significant changes ends on 14th September. Amendments and a draft pre-submission will be presented to the 3 Councils on 27th November. This will be subject to tests of soundness and legality and will be submitted to the Sec. of State in March 2013. A public examination will be held during the summer of 2013 with adoption of the plan towards the end of 2013. The overall vision to 2030 remains the same.
