Police report:
CSO Humphries informed the Council that PC Woods was relocating to Gorse Hill and that there would be no replacement.

The PC raised concern re the lack of any formal notification of this and it was agreed that the Chairman should write to Insp.J. Heritage to make our concerns known and ask for support to be given to the two CSO’s remaining.

It was noted that Sergeant Lawrence was now back in the area. 

RM raised concern re racing along the bypass and it was agreed that the Chairman should approach the Safer Roads Partnership (M. Digger). A hand held speed gun was to be made available but only during daylight hours. The racing occurs at night.

County Councillor:

A resident had contacted the PC re hedges and trees overhanging property – T. Pond to meet with them.

Cllrs Morris, Fielden, Barrall & Merriman had met regarding enhancement works to the estates. A meeting is to be held with T. Pond to agree work to be done.

It was proposed by R. Morris, seconded by E. Holloway that the above group be delegated the authority to commence the work once agreed in order to avoid delay. All agreed.

Estate Warden / Ranger:

New style reports received and circulated by Clerk.

Tractor work to start during this month.

E. Holloway thanked T. Pond for continued hard work during this year.

Grass cutting at play area and Trotshill barn – poor work noted – grass very long. Also noted damage to footpath and tarmac which T. Pond has reported to W. Neale at Worcester City.

	Mabbs Orchard Allotments:

The Chairman had sent out a briefing note which explained the area in question and the fact that the PC was to be given management of the site by Worcester City in the near future in line with para 9 of schedule 29 of the Local Gov Act 1972. Kendrick Homes are keen to transfer the land to Worcester City asap. A draft tenancy agreement had been produced by DL together with the proposed cost per sq. metre. These had been circulated to Cllrs. DL also outlined the allotment holders responsibilities. Noted that a waiting list for plots is already in place. PC agreed that anyone who paid a precept to the PC should be offered tenancy in preference to anyone else.

It was proposed by M. Bayliss, seconded by D. Long that R. Morris should lead and progress the allotment project. All agreed. NF & DM also offered to help.

EH raised concern re the condition of the soil and it was noted that this should be pursued with Worcester City as part of their work to bring the site up to standard.
