Before the meeting PC Cliff Green introduced himself and CSO Tracey McCann who were now part of the local policing team.  Several reports had been made recently about disturbances on Thursday evenings.  It was hoped that these were isolated incidents but extra patrols would be made whenever possible.  He confirmed that there had been no incidents at WestFest although there had recently been damage caused to parked cars on West Malvern Road.
Mr Andrew Boughton and Mr Peter Styles answered residents’ questions about the proposal to build houses in the grounds of the Lamb Inn.  The majority of those present were not in favour of the scheme and believed that if it proceeded then the pub had little chance of reopening and they urged Mr Styles, the owner, to sell it and allow someone else to try.  Mr Styles responded by expressing his hope that the pub could reopen by Christmas if the scheme was approved.
