Progress reports and other matters arising from these minutes

The Clerk was awaiting a response from Castlemorton and Birtsmorton parish councils regarding joint Calc training sessions.  These would be charged at £50 per hour.
The Lengthman had been unable to remove the obstruction in the stream on Hancocks Lane.  The Clerk had asked a local landowner to try to source some heavy machinery but in the mean time the responsibility was to be passed back to WCC Highways.

The Clerk confirmed that MHDC had agreed to cut the grass on the corner of Giffard Drive.

Reports by District and County Councillors and other Representatives.

District Cllr. Mr Roger Cousins reported that MHDC had completed the bid for funding to supply wheelie bins for recycling.  The inclusion of glass in the fortnightly collection would ensure that the weekly black bag refuse collection would continue.  Those residents who were unable to have a bin would be offered boxes.  He reminded the meeting that there was an obligation on the District Council to collect glass from the kerbside from 2015.  
County Cllr. Mr Tom Wells confirmed that a recent speed monitoring survey on Gloucester Road had been instigated at the request of a resident of Welland Gardens.  He hoped the results would be generally available.

Further to last month’s report on the change to the local bus timetable he reported that the same bus would carry passengers from Welland to Worcester but would alter number from 42 to 362 at Upton.
