4. Matters arising.

Affordable Housing – Mr Sharp and Mr Seymour have met with the developers, representatives of MHDC and Cllr David Hughes. The developers have agreed to install a footway between the development and the Bank House roundabout, to be in place before the houses are built. The application will now go before the next NADCC for consideration.
Mr Gloster added that a wheel wash will be put in place before work starts on the site and the parish council should monitor this to ensure the problem of mud on the road is avoided.

12/00776/FUL – Land at (OS 7619 5213), Ashfields – There will be a pre-committee site visit at 10.am on Monday 3rd September, prior to consideration at the NADCC at 6.pm on Wednesday 5th September at the Council House.

7.
Neighbourhood Planning Group report

Mrs Cooke reported on a productive first meeting of 3 parish council representatives and 5 residents – noting 
that more local people need to be encouraged to become involved in the group.

The value to the local community of having a neighbourhood plan, in relation to the expense and time involved 
in its production, was debated at length – it being noted that they had originally been intended to tackle urban 
regeneration and thus far had been produced by town councils with greater resources at their disposal.

Mrs Cooke and Mr Tasker expressed the view that the decision as to whether a plan be produced should be 
with the local community and that the timescale agreed at the last pc meeting was insufficient to gather 
adequate information on which to make an informed decision.

The next group meeting will be held on September 17th. Mrs Cooke requested that councillors encourage more 
people to become involved and Mr Seymour requested that details of ideas discussed and any decisions taken be 
reported back at the next pc meeting.

Grit Bin Questionnaire – The questionnaire was discussed and the clerk requested to complete and submit it.

VAS - Mr Sharp reported that the VAS is now at the junction of Dingle Road and Leigh Road. Evidence shows that the VAS becomes progressively less effective the longer it stays in one spot and hence he has contacted the other parishes sharing it to suggest it is moved fortnightly, rather than staying in each spot for a full month. Mr Seymour agreed to inform the Lengthsman of this change.

Stop Line – Bransford Roundabout – Re item 7a (pc meeting 24/7/12), Mr Porter reported that the line had been repainted 3 metres closer to the roundabout than its previous location – it has been reinstalled as per the original specification, rather than the position to which it had later been moved in the interests of road safety.
