WELCOME AND APOLOGIES

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting. There were no apologies.
2.
DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST 

There were no declarations of interest or changes to the Register of Interests or Gifts and 
Hospitality.

MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

The minutes of the parish council meeting held on 18th June 2012 were proposed by Mrs Craze, seconded by Mr Roome and accepted by all as a correct record of the proceedings.
4.
TO RECEIVE THE REPORTS OF REPRESENTATIVES OF OTHER BODIES

In the absence of Mr Wells there was no District Council update. 

Mr Yapp gave a brief report on 
Malvern Hills Conservators noting that the new Director is now in 
post and that the St Ann’s Well 
enquiry committee report would be issued this month.

The chairman noted that potholes on the Worcester Road service road had now been repaired.

5.
TO RECEIVE UPDATES ON MATTERS ARISING IN PREVIOUS MINUTES

a)
SWDP – The chairman reported that she had attended the meeting at The Bank House and noted that there had been much opposition from councillors to the planned level of development without the provision of appropriate infrastructure. The matter was discussed, particularly in relation to the problems already being experienced on the roads and roundabouts between Malvern/Worcester and the M5.


Along with representatives from Madresfield and Guarlford, the chairman noted that 


she would be meeting with the local press, the aim being to raise public awareness about 

the plans and the implications of large scale development, and encouraging people to 


lobby their local councillors prior to the next meeting in November.
b)
Neighbourhood Plan – Attention was drawn to a training event to be held on Thursday 


20th September at Priory Lodge Hall. The chairman confirmed that she would like to


attend.
c) 
Greggs – Planning regulations re seating area



The clerk had contacted the planning officer who had confirmed that if a seating area is 


small and ancillary to the main use, then it should be acceptable under schedule A1. 


However, if a significant area of floor space was taken up with seating this would need to 

be assessed to ensure it did not constitute A3, cafe/restaurant use. The matter was 


discussed and it was agreed that the clerk should refer the matter back to the planning 


department to ensure A1 planning regulations are being complied with.

Mr Yapp drew attention to the mobile hoarding located on the car park area outside Greggs and asked if it needed planning permission. The clerk to refer the matter to the planning department.

6.
TO CONSIDER AN APPLICATION FOR DISCRETIONARY RURAL RATE RELIEF – THE SWAN INN


The application was discussed at length. Mr Patterson proposed the request be approved and proposal A be adopted, Mr Jenkins seconded and all agreed that the parish contribution of £240.45 be awarded. It was also agreed that the situation will be reviewed in 2013/14.
7.
DAMAGE TO BUS SHELTER – A449 MALVERN TO WORCESTER ROAD

The clerk had been advised of damage to the bus shelter on the A449 (Malvern – Worcester side). Mr Patterson agreed to take a look to assess what repairs might be needed.

DITCH BLOCKAGE – HAWTHORN LANE, NEWLAND


It was noted that a problem with ditch drainage on Hawthorn Road, that had been causing problems with water flooding onto the road, is being dealt with by the MHDC Land Drainage Inspector.

It was agreed no action to be taken but that the situation should be 
monitored.
