· Before the meeting several issues were raised:
· The Clerk was asked to report overhanging trees at Danemoor Cross.

· Mary Roberts from ‘The Friends of Welland’ confirmed that they would like to pay for the installation of the new bench on Drake Street, but would only have funds available after next year’s events.

· Several residents spoke against the proposed development on Hook Bank which was to be discussed at item 6.

· A resident enquired whether the Parish Council planned to conduct a neighbourhood Development Plan.  The Chairman confirmed that this would be discussed following the finalisation of the South Worcestershire Development Plan.

· Overgrowth obscuring the footway by the Marlbank Bridge was to be cut back by the Lengthman.  If funds were available he would also tackle overgrown areas of verge by Spitalfields which WCC had refused to cut since they did not constitute a visibility hazard.

It was agreed to recommend the application for refusal: 
‘The Parish Council recommends refusal.  The plot in question lays well out side the current settlement boundary and the development is out of keeping with the area.  There are also concerns over localised flooding, sewerage problems and additional traffic on a narrow country lane.’

Reports by District and County Councillors and other Representatives.

District Cllr. Roger Cousins reported the following:

· The funding bid to provide wheelie bins for recycling had been successful.  

· Welland’s register of interest in super fast broadband had been approved by Defra and a full application was invited.  WCC would help produce this.  

· There would be changes to the health service next year with the abolition of PCTs and the introduction of GP led Clinical Commissioning Groups.

· There had been several issues concerning this year’s Steam Rally that needed to be addressed, particularly the need to get vehicles onto the site quicker to reduce local traffic congestion.  He was to arrange a meeting with PC Knowles, representatives of the Rally and local residents.  Cllrs. Downey and Hancock would represent the Parish Council.  He also expected a retrospective planning application to be lodged since the recently installed rail track was longer than anticipated.

Committee & Working Party Reports & Recommendations

i. Playing Fields:

To consider whether to allow the Primary School to use Spitalfields car park as a netball court: This was agreed and a quotation to mark out the court, the hard play area and disabled bay for £250 was agreed.  Cllr. Cousins was to reimburse the Parish Council £150 from MHDC funding stream to cover the cost of the netball court.
ii. Fete/Diamond Jubilee

To consider allocation of funds: It was agreed to donate £200 each to the village hall and St James church.

To consider the style of bench to be installed near the bus stop on Drake Street: A Georgian style cast iron item costing £499 + delivery + vat was approved.
The Clerk confirmed that he had referred the obstruction in the Marlbank Brook, Hancocks Lane, back to WCC since the lengthman had been unable to remove it.

To consider seeking permission to undertake additional maintenance work: The Clerk gave details of a request from Mr Archer, a resident owning property adjacent to the churchyard, who wished to make limited excavations in the churchyard in order to apply damp proofing to his exterior wall.  It was agreed to seek a faculty from the diocese if this was required or to aid Mr Archer’s application if needed.
