 Both residents live on the west border of Broadwas village with drives adjacent to the A44 main road. Their main concerns are vehicles exceeding the 30 mph speed limit, making pulling out onto the road, especially with horse boxes, very dangerous.
Another concern is the width of the footway from Stone Farm into the main village area. Could this be made wider?

Both these concerns are already being currently considered within the Community Concern Programme-A44 Worcester to Kington by the Safer Road Partnership and our County Councillor’s Footways Improvement Scheme.
