1. Apologies  for Absence.

Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr Mrs Eyres (County and District).      
2. Co Option of Councillor. 

Mr A Parker and Mr N Green where co opted on to the council and acceptance of office was duly signed.
3. Declaration of Interests.

Councillors were reminded to update their registers of interest and to declare any Disclosable Pecuniary Interests (DPI) and their nature.   
All Councillors disclosed a DPI as they are Council Tax payers, all Councillors present completed forms to apply for dispensation to enable them to participate in any discussion or vote on any matter concerning the setting of the Councils budget and annual precept.  The Council agreed for all Councillors to take part in said discussion and that the dispensation would last until the next Election.
4. To Approve the Minutes Of Childswickham Parish Council Meeting Held On the 25th October 2012.

Cllr Halling proposed, Cllr Patrick seconded and it was agreed by all, in principle, to keep the precept at the present rate, the Council also agreed for the Clerk to complete the necessary paperwork, after consultation via e mail to all councillors once the guidelines had been received from CALC and for the amount to be ratified at the next meeting. 
8. To Discuss Parish Grit Bin Process 2013/2014.
The Council agreed to order two, filled, grit bins from Highways, one to be sited at Wickham Court near the parish council notice board and one by The Cross, near The Forge, on the left hand side of the road close to Brook Cottage.  The Council will keep these bins topped up and also fill the grit bin in Murcot, from the store it retained from last year. 

Clerk to write to Highways and ask that Hinton Road between the Childswickham Arms and the A46 be moved to a primary gritting route, as it is a route taken by school buses. 
9. To Consider Donating New Homes Bonus Monies To The Flood Relief Fund.
The Council agreed to donate the five years worth of £1,279.00 new homes bonus money from 2010/2011 to the Flood Relief Fund, £6,395.00 less a percentage for taking in one lump sum, in total.  Clerk to liaise with Broadway.
