District Cllr. Roger Cousins reported the following:
· MHDC were currently undergoing a revaluation of the make up of the council and were reviewing how and which services should be shared with neighbouring councils.

· From next year he expected Malvern Hills to be covered by traffic wardens from Wychaven District Council.

· At a recent SWDP meeting it was agreed to reassess some areas of the plan, particularly the option to scale down the Newland development and redistribute housing to smaller sites.  A further vote was to be taken on 10th December.

· A painting in Malvern library may be moved to St James church, Welland.
