Even though Western Power only needs a week’s notice to remove or cap the electricity supply at the phone box, BT still cannot give a specific due for its removal.


See (12/118) The Clerk has written to Natural England and is still awaiting a reply.


Church Lane, Broadwas. Areas along Church Lane have become damaged due to the heavy plant and vehicles used in the repair of the gas pipe by the river. 


Councillor Norris reminded us of the agreement between the PC and Gwyn Jones, Pipeline Supervisor, National Pipelines, UK Gas Distribution in an email dated 6.12.2011                        stating that any damage caused by these works will be rectified.

He was happy to report a good response from Broadwas residents in the pursuit for better Broadband facilities. Further encouragement to respond was still needed.

Changing Futures Fund. Worcestershire County Council is making available £ 750,000 over the next 3 years. Its aim is to help voluntary and community organisations in their future development so that they become strong and sustainable for the future. Details were given out to all present.

                     Department at MHDC is aware that a new planning 
                     application from Mr Kirk at Hill Top is in the pipeline, therefore,

He also forewarned the Parish council that Malvern Hills District Council is likely to increase their central government funding for next year. Staff off 153 are now at a minimum.

Council voted that the best way forward on this work is to replace the broken slabs and make safe the surface area. 2 quotes had been received and when the third has arrived, the Clerk will decide which contractor to use. It was suggested that in order to alleviate this problem, some sort of security bollards could be installed to prevent unauthorised vehicles from driving over the area. a) Treasurer’s Report

Since the last meeting, the Parish Council had been asked to contribute £500 towards the staging of the bonfire on Berryfields on 10th November ( two days before our scheduled meeting) by the school’s PTA.  All Councillors were contacted by email and asked for their opinion. There was a unanimous decision to agree to contribute and a cheque was issued accordingly.

Re 12/118 minute entry: The Clerk had arranged for a rotten gate post to be replaced as reported on The Public Land Officer’s Report for October at a cost of £80.00

b) Clerk’s Report
A copy had been circulated to all Councillors. There was no update.
c) Public Land Officer’s Report for October
On Mr Murphy’s suggestion, the Clerk had contacted an appropriate engineer for an opinion on the condition of the slide.

.His suggestion was for its removal. The Clerk is to obtain further opinions/quotes.
d) Berryfield Report.

The bonfire had been a complete success and a letter from the school’s PTA thanking the Parish Council for their contribution had been received from Mrs Ginny Joyce. Councillor Norris was 

also thanked for his contribution in its staging.
Purchase of 7- a- side goal posts
Councillor Norris had liaised with Mark Allen, the school headmaster and suggested a set of heavyweight goals with locking uprights to be purchased from Sport-E-Equipment.
Their cost will be £758.19 net of VAT, some £258 more than the Parish Council had budgeted for so with this in mind, Councillor Norris is prepared to ask Mr Allen, if the school would be prepared to contribute towards the cost, however it was unanimously agreed to order the goods whatever.
The Clerk had received 4 quotes for the cycle track construction.
The quotes were not discussed in detail at this stage but it was quite obvious that grants needed to be applied for and that this would be the next course of action. 

Sport England will consider grant applications from their ‘Inspired Facilities’ fund, available from March-April 2013.
The ‘Changing Future Fund’ (12/127) will hopefully be of some help too.
