Declaration of Interests: None
Community Transport: Sally Ellison and Andy Bale of Worcester Community Transport gave a presentation. The scheme aims to provide transport for the elderly, disabled and those who are unable to use conventional public transport. It is hoped to extend the scheme into the rural area around Worcester and volunteer drivers are sought to enable this. The chair agreed to publicise the need for volunteers and the service available to those with transport problems in the next newsletter.

Minutes: It was proposed Mr Parry, seconded Mrs Swinburn and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 7th January 2013 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s Report: No report. 
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. Cllr Swinburn introduced Cllr P Grove who would be standing in the County Council elections for the Hallow electoral division, following Cllr Davies’ decision not to stand. There was concern about problems with travellers when the residents of further EU countries have access to the UK. The supply of wheely bins for recycled material would begin in May.
Matters arising:
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Phil Coulson from WCC Countryside Service had offered to carry out repairs to the footpath from the post office to Crown Meadow on a shared cost basis. The estimate for repairs was £1,000, the parish council’s contribution being £500. It was proposed Mr Steel, seconded Mr Parry and resolved that the parish council would contribute up to £500 towards the cost of the repairs. The clerk was also asked to see if the potholes in the allotment access road could be repaired at the same time and at what cost. It was reported that sewage was flowing across PROW 555 at the rear of Birchenwood, the clerk to advise MHDC environmental health
Highways: Three blocked gulleys were reported on Martley Road between the Worcester City boundary and the food factories.  Mr Morris reported a large pothole in Jacomb Road at the junction with Hallow Lane. The clerk to advise highways. The clerk was also asked to write to Mr Maund thanking him for carrying out the tree work opposite the church.
Allotments:  The allotments are all let. The water would be turned on at the beginning of March weather permitting.
Anti Social Behaviour: The chairman read the crime report supplied by the police.
Village Hall: The redecorating of the hall had been successful and bookings were going well.
SWDP: It was agreed that the sub committee would meet to discuss the submission to the EIP. Hallam Land Management will be submitting a planning application for 825 homes. It was suggested that a joint meeting between Hallam Land Management and Rushwick and Lower Broadheath Parish Council’s would be beneficial. There was concern that access to the development would not be off the existing A44 roundabout, but from an additional roundabout.

Taylor Wimpey propose to make a planning application for development of the development on the corner of Bell Lane and Martley Road and a similar meeting will be held with the P.C.
Neighbourhood / Community Plan: Letters and a questionnaire would go out shortly with a reply paid envelope. Cllr Swinburn drew attention to the forthcoming Parish and Town Council conference to be held at Abberley Village Hall at 7.00pm on Wednesday 27th February. The Localism Act and Neighbourhood planning are on the agenda. 
Broadheath Common: The clerk had requested that WCC resolve the problem caused by an obstructed drain in Sling Lane with British Gas or National Grid. 
Vicarage Green:  No report.
