Declaration of Interests: None
Minutes: It was proposed Mr Parry, seconded Mr Wedd and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 4th February 2013 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Davies reported that the county council proposed to freeze their precept at the current level. The current allocation of funds to members for local highway schemes is being increased to £35,000 per member. £14.2million has been allocated for transport schemes the majority being spent on improvements to Worcester Southern Link. The completion of the western orbital route around Worcester is unlikely to proceed at present. 
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. Cllr Swinburn reported that the increase in the District Council’s precept would be about 2%. There had been consultations about the SWDP and it appeared that Malvern Hills were in a better position than most other local authorities. The energy saving scheme was available to help reduce energy usage.
Matters arising:
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Phil Coulson from WCC Countryside Service had advised that the cost to carry out repairs to the footpath from the post office to Crown Meadow and repair the allotment access drive would be £900 on a shared cost basis. The parish council’s contribution would be £450. 
Highways: Potholes were reported which had been missed in recent repairs in Martley Road and there was a dangerous hole in Crown East Lane at the sharp bend. The clerk to advise highways. 
Allotments:  No report
Anti Social Behaviour: The chairman read the crime report supplied by the police.
Village Hall: No report.
SWDP: There was discussion about the proposed Taylor Wimpey development.  It was proposed Mr Parry, seconded Mrs Swinburn and resolved that the draft letter to Taylor Wimpey be sent with the addition of amendments. There is to be a public exhibition on 19th March. 
Neighbourhood / Community Plan: There had been a good response so far to the questionnaire and it was agreed that the council should proceed with the community plan.
Broadheath Common: The clerk advised that the scrub on the common edge should be cut shortly. A request to residents not to park on the common would be included in the village newsletter.
