Apologies: Cllr. P Swinburn and Mrs J. Faiers
Declaration of Interests:   None
District Councillors’ report: Mr Bass presented the report from the district councillors.
He reported that the news that the joint financial services for Malvern, Worcester and Wychavon (based at Pershore) had been privatised was premature, although changes to the management of the service were being considered. There was discussion about the value of the district council’s “local energy scheme”.
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Parry, seconded Mr Wedd and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 13th May 2013 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman
Matters arising: 

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  Mr Barber reported that the repair to the path by the allotments should be undertaken in the next few weeks.
Highways: The carriageway patching in Martley Road was much appreciated. The clerk was asked to write to highways thanking them for the work and asking that surface dressing should be done as soon as possible. This had not been done in Hallow Lane following patching in 2012 and the patches were deteriorating as a result. There was concern that gullies in the village needed to be emptied – the clerk to advise highways.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the only plot which remained a concern was no 40.
The clerk to contact the tenant.

Anti Social Behaviour:  There was concern about the drug taking materials which had been found on the children’s play area. The Clerk was asked to make further contact with the police stressing concern that the area is used by very young children and the consequential danger. Urgent action is requested by the Police to prevent possible injury.
Community Plan:  It was proposed Mr Steel, seconded Mr Parry and resolved to adopt the Community Plan. All members of the steering committee, were thanked for their hard work producing the document. Roger Bass and his secretary were also thanked for their help in arranging the printing of the document. 
Village Hall: The meeting was pleased to accept Mrs Swinburn’s offer to represent the parish council on the village hall committee. A request has been received from the Hall Management Committee for the Parish Council to financially support remedial work to the War Memorial Plaques in the hall in remembrance of those parishioners that lost their lives in the first and second world wars, bearing in mind the centenary of the commencement of the first world war in 1914. This was agreed subject to cost being presented and agreed before work is undertaken.    
SWDP: The current indication is that the EiP (enquiry in public) will be in late summer 2013. It is hoped that the Parish Council will be able to make representations supported by the now adopted Community Plan.
Broadheath Common: No report.
Vicarage Green:  It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Simmonds and resolved to accept the quotation from the lengthsman of £160 for cutting the roadside hedge along the play area. It was proposed Mr Simmonds, seconded Mr Parry and resolved to purchase 2 metal litter bins at a cost of £347.56 plus installation costs to replace damaged ones on the allotment field. 

County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Grove reported that he hoped that the chief executive and the leader of the county council would be able to visit the parish to discuss members concerns. He reminded members that he was open to bids for part of his allocation of £10,500 for community schemes, jointly funded for preference. There was a report of a blocked drain in Peachley Lane opposite Ashfield Farm entrance and Cllr Grove promised to investigate.
Casual Vacancy: There had so far been no volunteers for the vacancy on the council.
