Apologies: Mrs J. Faiers and Cllr Grove. Cllr. R. Bass and Cllr Swinburn arrived at 8.30pm.

Declaration of Interests:   None

County Councillor’s report: No report
District Councillors’ report: Cllr Swinburn and Cllr Bass presented the district councillors’ report. Cllr Swinburn highlighted concerns about the number of homes proposed for the Bloor and Hallam developments.
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Simmonds, seconded Mr Parry and resolved that the minutes of the meetings held on the 1st July and 29th July 2013 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman
Matters arising: 

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  Mr Barber reported that the PROW from the top of Lovington Lane to Eastbury Manor was now clear. 
Highways: There was concern that the work to address flooding at the Food Factory was still not resolved. The clerk to contact Mr Silvester to ask when the County Council can enter his land to carry out drainage works. There is also an issue of pollution which needs to be addressed before the improvement can be completed. The Environment Agency has been informed of the problem. The clerk to write to the food factory asking for their assistance.
Allotments: Mr Steel suggested that tenants should be asked to sign a copy of the code of conduct to make it easier to deal with problems when they arise. Plots 6 and 40 are vacant.  
Anti Social Behaviour:  There was an issue when a resident was assaulted following an altercation with a motorist who was trying to turn round beyond the adopted section of Sling Lane. The clerk to obtain a sign indicating, “no through road / no turning area.”
Community Plan:  There is a meeting about “neighbourhood planning” organised by Harriett Baldwin MP at Malvern on Thursday 6th September.
Village Hall: Mrs Swinburn reported that she had attended her first meeting of the Hall Management Committee who she thought was in good spirit. She had pursued the provision of an electronic projector and screen (approx £1,400) the cost to be shared between Cllr Grove (£500), the HMC and the Parish Council. The equipment will be needed when the planning system goes electronic. Mr Wedd offered to investigate options and report back.
SWDP: It was reported that the Stage1 examination hearing of the development plan is due to be held in the first week of October. The Parish Council have made representations to the Planning Inspectorate and Members of Parliamnet expressing concern over several items to be discussed at the hearing.   
Broadheath Common: No report.
Vicarage Green:  There was concern that the hedge had still not been cut. It was reported that the football nets were in need of replacement. Mr Wedd and Mr Steel to arrange.
Post Office: Members of the PC have held a meeting with officials from the Post office and the Chairman reported that little progress had been made. An assurance was given by the Post office that they will attend a ‘community meeting’ once a way forward has been established but it is not their intention to leave the village without post office facilities.
Suspension of Standing Orders: It was reported that the copper beech tree in the field opposite the school was in poor condition.
Casual Vacancy: There were two candidates for the vacancy, Mrs J Davison and Mr R Hull. After a secret ballot Mrs Davison was elected as a parish councillor. The clerk to arrange for her to receive the declaration of interests form and to write to Mr Hull thanking him for his interest.
To consider the use of the Boules Court: It was reported that people using the boules court were parking near the post office causing some concern. Mr Steel agreed to suggest to them that they should park in the Bell car park. The use of the court was welcome.
