County Councillor’s report: No report
District Councillors’ report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated. 
Matters arising: 

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  Mr Barber reported that the chain-link fence at 10 Crown Meadow was bulging onto the footpath – the clerk to write to the owner. The Clerk was also asked to urge the lengthsman to clear the path of overgrowth. 
Highways: No report.
Allotments: It was agreed that the rent for plots split into two would be half plus 10% to allow for the additional water consumption. The clerk to approach the occupier of plot 45 re maintenance of plots 39/40.
Anti Social Behaviour:  The crime figures had been circulated by email.
Village Hall: Mrs Swinburn reported that approx. £1000 of retentions was outstanding for the hall roofing work, Mr Simmonds to speak to the architect about the matter. The hall was being well used with a current credit balance of £7,000.
 Community Plan:  No report.

SWDP: Cllr Swinburn reported that there was concern that despite all the work put in by MHDC and consultations undertaken, stage1 of the examination had been partly dismissed by the planning inspector because he considered the number of homes included in the plan amounting to 23,200 was inadequate. The three councils were asked to reconsider this number and report back before moving forward to stage 2 of the examination. Representations were being made to government in the strongest terms.
Broadheath Common: No report.

Community Infrastructure Levy: Summary of the proposals had been circulated with the agenda. Mr Simmonds thought the parish would be unlikely to benefit from the proposals. Mr Swinburn pointed out that the current section 106 funds would still be available.

Planning applications for consideration:
a) 13/0127/FUL,  Penryn: The comments: Whilst this is a small dwelling the amount of amenity space around it is very limited and represents over development. A previous application was refused as it fell outside of the settlement defined in the 2006-2011 local plan. The land was not included in the SHLAA report. It also means building in the garden area of Penrhyn which again is in contravention of government policy. NPPF also resists building in the open countryside. Recommend refusal. 

b) 13/00022/FUL, The Homestead: The proposed building is significantly different from the original application which was for the refurbishment and extension of the original cottage. Although this application was refused the applicant had the decision overturned by the planning inspectorate. The proposals now bear little relationship to the original scheme. The parish council therefore consider that this application should be refused. Recommend refusal.
c) Bloor Homes: It was agreed that Mr Simmonds would draft a letter to Bloor homes following the recent meeting about the development
d) 13/01102/FUL, The vehicular access is at a narrow part of Hallow Lane. There is concern about the safety of equine and vehicular movements at this location. Recommend Refusal
