Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Parry, seconded Mr Steel and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 4th November 2013 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman
Gerry Brienza, Road Safety: Martley Road would probably need 6 chicanes to be effective at a cost of about £2,000 each. However, street lighting and / or illuminated bollards would be needed, the route is used by HGV’s and is a winter gritting route so such measures are unlikely to be approved. White lines could be used but the road is already narrow so further narrowing is not advisable.

It was however agreed to ask Cllr Grove to obtain an estimate for a white lining scheme in the village. White lining schemes should include: a) Junction Hallow Lane/Jacomb Road b) Village Gates. It was suggested that the parish could purchase its own VA sign which could be moved round the village by the lengthsman. 
County Councillor’s report: Cllr Grove reported that the drainage work at the food factory should be completed by 6th December. The removal of the bus subsidy was being considered and a consultation was under way. This could save £3million contributing to the overall cut of £100 million over 3 years. Trish Haines, the Chief Executive will receive £98,000 to make up her pension. There are good reserves of winter grit. There is a threat of industrial action by firemen. Cllr Grove agreed to contribute towards the cost of purchasing a VA (Vehicle Actuated) sign. He would also get a quote for carrying out a white lining scheme. A parish council questionnaire would be circulated shortly.
District Councillors’ report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the 4th November 2013: 

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  No reports. 
Highways: There was concern about an overhanging hedge at the junction of Peachley Gardens and Peachley Lane, the clerk to write to the owner of Cornerways.
Allotments: Mr Steel advised that Mr Griffiths had agreed to take on plots 39 & 40 rent free for 2 years in order to get them under control. The main gate padlock had failed and this would be returned to the supplier. The water would be turned off when the frosts started.

Anti Social Behaviour:  The crime figures were circulated following the meeting on 4th December.
Village Hall: The installation of Wi-Fi was being investigated.
 Community Plan:  No report.

SWDP: It was likely that between 5,000 and 6,000 houses would be added to the proposals in the SWDP.
Broadheath Common: The no through road sign will be erected shortly.
Vicarage Green:  There was concern about the condition of the large oak tree on Vicarage Green. Mr Wedd, to ask Western Electric to cut the branches back from the power lines.
