Councillor Murphy had obtained details and prices of 3 

                        different types of 7-a- side goalposts for purchase as part of 

                        the Berryfield improvement plan.


Coincidently, Broadwas school had recently purchased similar


equipment, therefore the Parish Council will liaise with the 
                        Headmaster to determine whether there is still a need.

Councillor Norris as Chair of the Berryfields Sub Committee 
agreed to take this matter forward and report back.


Councillor Murphy had met with an officer from Western Power


to report vegetation growth on two electricity poles within the 
                        main village area. This had been noted but after further 
                        inspection, another  two areas by the village hall, both on 
                        private  property have proved of serious concern. On behalf of the 

                        Parish  Council, Councillor White was asked to speak

to one of the owners who, we have been advised, is in conflict


with Western Power over access to their property.

The car parking problem at Berryfields has been monitored 

                        since last month and shows little improvement even 

                        though 4 new spaces have been created. Council decided


to continue monitoring for the time being.


Path at Church Lane. The Lengthsman together with Cllr. 


Downes had visited the site and determined 


that the width of the path is some 12 inches narrower than the

                        original tarmac under the overgrown bank. Also the top 


dressing is now breaking up and the general condition of the

path has deteriorated. The Council has been advised that

this area is unlikely to be considered in the Footway 

                        Improvement Plan for 2012/2013, however, the Clerk was


requested to write to County Councillor Davies and ask him


to re-consider this job for improvement if not for this year, then 

                        next.

Item   noted that the Clerk had had no success with reporting missing Roadmasters along the main A44. She is to ask County Councillor Davies for his help.
c) Public Land Officer’s Report for September.
Due to inclement weather, the annual cut of Broad Green was not able to be done until the end of August.

This had left areas that needed tidying up and the Clerk had

instructed the Public Land Officer to do this.

 The ditch running across the Green is silting up with soil, weeds and fly tipping of hedge cuttings. The Clerk was instructed to contact Natural England to see if they would consider it laying a perforated pipe in the ditch, back-filling with gravel and allowing it to naturalise. In the long term, this would allow for a better cut by the contractor and hopefully save money on maintenance
The Clerk also requested him to repair the picnic table on Berryfields and remove some barbed wire off site.

The slide shute is rusting due to water getting in between its 
main body and the stainless steel liner. Although not a hazard, the Clerk was instructed to get quotes for a repair or alternatively, a replacement.

Another 3 minor areas on Berryfield need addressing.
