	Consideration of a 20 mph speed zone in the Villages:

County Cllr Roberts had written to the Police Commissioner but no reply to date. He has also spoken to the County Cllr Group and there may be potential for a pilot scheme as there had been positive feedback but more knowledge was needed re how it might work and funding available. There is also a need to clarify how enforcement would work. Signage aspects also need to be confirmed. It was agreed that the scheme should at least allow equity between cars and people. Could the VAS also be incorporated? More investigation to be carried out and the matter to be discussed at future meetings. It was noted that road safety is a particular concern of the new Police Commissioner.

There had been a successful litter pick last Saturday which was reasonably well attended. A litter hot spot by the pub area was noted.

There is a dead tree fallen over on the corner of Trotshill West.
