	Allotments update:

R. Morris had circulated an update prior to the meeting.

Current issues with keys and may require locks replacing in the near future. It was agreed that up to £100 could be spent on this and that R. Morris should have delegated authority to proceed with this as required.
It was also noted that there are now 14 on the waiting list and that alternate sites may need to be considered in the future.

There is concern about some plots which are not yet being tended and are creating weed problems for other active users.

	Proposed 20mph speed limit:

An update had been circulated by Cllr A Roberts prior to the meeting and the Chairman confirmed that the Police & Crime Commissioner had been invited to the September meeting to talk about road safety issues locally in line with the proposed initiative. The Chairman confirmed that the proposed limit was not for arterial roads only for the feeder roads in to the actual village areas. Concern was noted re the difficulty of enforcing the proposed limit.

It was proposed by R. Morris and seconded by D. Merriman that the Parish Council formally supports this proposal for 20mph speed limits. All agreed.

	Environmental reports:

City Council reports had been circulated by the Clerk.
D. Merriman reported re local issues dealt with including overhanging vegetation. The pond which was cleared last year needs attention again as getting overgrown.

A meeting is to be held on 15th July with Worcester City re the grass cutting SLA and Councillors are invited to send comments to D. Merriman or V. Barrall before the meeting.  Enhancement works also be considered at the meeting including tree works c/f from last year.

M. Bayliss raised the idea of wildflower planting locally and Councillors were asked for potential planting areas. There may also be financial benefits due to reduced grass cutting in wildflower areas. It was agreed that this should also be raised in the meeting with Worcester City.

Slow worm and Newt surveys recently carried had been circulated and were duly noted.
