02/13 Interests
i. Councillors Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary Interests and Other Disclosable Interests regarding items on the agenda: All councillors declared pecuniary interests in agenda item 10/ii (budget and precept discussions) since they were all council tax payers. 03/13 Reports from other representatives
To receive reports from County and District Councillors and Malvern Hills Conservators: 
County Cllr. Beverley Nielson confirmed that a community bid business plan had been submitted to WCC for the management of the Outdoor Education Centre.  Further meetings with MHDC were to be arranged.  There had been promises of support from both the Morgan Motor Company and the Acme Whistle Company.  Acorn Venture Ltd. were still the preferred option for WCC, but the community bid would be considered.  A decision was expected by April. 
District Cllr. Prof. John Raine reported that there had been no council meeting since before Christmas, although he was to attend the Overview and Scruiting Committee tomorrow when car parking charges and hub services would be considered.  He also gave an overview of the proposed changes to doorstep recycling with the introduction of wheelie bins.
Chris Rouse (Malvern Hills Conservators) referred to the schedule of scrub clearance which had been circulated by email and mentioned that the creation of additional car parking on the hills was being considered.
