02/13   Welcome:  The chairman welcomed everyone to the first meeting of the New Year and welcomed Mr Bob Lamb who had expressed an interest in the Councillor Vacancy.

a) Register of Interests: Councillors were reminded of the need to update their register of interests. 

b) To declare any Disclosable Pecuniary Interests in items on the agenda and their nature: Cllr Bass declared an interest in Agenda item 8a 12/01687/HOU  September House as owner of the neighbouring property.
c) To declare any Other Disclosable Interests in items on the agenda and their nature: None were declared

To Consider Written Requests from Councillors for the Council to Grant a Dispensation (S33 of the Localism Act 2011):   Cllr Bass had submitted a written request for a Dispensation to be allowed to be present when the planning application of September House was discussed. The dispensation was granted. 


All Councillors had submitted written requests to both speak and vote on the budget and Parish precept request and all other parish financial matters. All requested that their dispensation be valid until May 2015. It was proposed, seconded and agreed to grant the dispensations until May 2015.

 Richard Bown, a parishioner present, asked whether the Council objected to the planning application 12/01457/FUL for Sink Farm. The parishioner was the owner of Sink Farm and detailed the reasons behind the application. The Councillors clarified that they had not objected to the application but had submitted comments to the planning officer asking to ensure adequate parking facilities were provided at the site and expressing the concerns they had over the narrow access road to the site. b) Min 124/12
Vacancy of a Councillor
Mr Bob Lamb of Quay Lane Hanley Castle had expressed an interest through the chairman and was in attendance at the meeting. The Clerk read out the nomination statement for consideration on his behalf. Cllr Roberts then proposed Mr Lamb and the nomination was seconded by Cllr Atkinson, all Councillors were in favour of the appointment. Mr Lamb was welcomed onto the Parish Council.    
 Action: The Clerk to witness Cllr Lamb’s Declaration of Acceptance of Office. The Clerk to contact CALC to request a New Councillor Guide.
C) Min 171b/12:
Purchase of Red Telephone Box 
Guidance had been received from BT regarding the electricity supply to the phone box. BT confirmed that it would not be the Parish Council’s responsibility. They advised the supply would remain to the box for approximately 5 more years before it was removed at the expense of BT. Prior to removal BT would contact the Parish Council to ask if they wished to take over the cost of the electricity supply. 

The Clerk circulated a draft notice asking for suggestions from parishioners regarding usage for the Telephone Box to be included in the Parish Link  
        Action: Cllr Roberts to sign the contract and the Clerk to send it to BT.

Projects Related to the Section 106 Funding

a) Arts:  The Contract had been finalised and posted to the Clerk but had not arrived in time for signing at the meeting. It was agreed that as soon as it arrived it would be signed by the Chairman and Vice Chair. It was also agreed that a formal letter would be drafted and sent to Mr Farraday to ensure he understood the actions he was undertaking on behalf of the Parish Council. Mr Farraday had emailed the Clerk with a request to attach a plaque to the sculpture and a draft of the proposed wording for comment/approval of the Parish Council. The wording was discussed and it was agreed the proposed draft was extremely wordy and would be better suited to being split with some of the information being placed on the notice board by the pond.

b) Cricket Club:  Cllr Roberts reported the School was still waiting for the Diocese to resolve the lease of the Glebe and no projects could progress until resolved.

d) Possible Enforcement Actions Required: 
a. Walnut Lodge - The Clerk read out correspondence from the enforcement officer who advised that MHDC believed the property had been occupied in excess of 4 years and would therefore not be taking any further action. The Parish Councillors discussed the email and it was agreed that MHDC might have confused the property with Incinerator Cottage and that Cllr Harcombe would confirm the dates of the sale of the properties.  

  Action: Cllr Harcombe to confirm dates to the clerk and the Clerk to        advise MHDC Enforcement Officers of the possible confusion.

b. Orchard House
No response had been received from the Enforcement Officers.


Action: The clerk to contact the MHDC Enforcement Officers and advise them again of the concerns of the possibility that the house had been split into two properties.


        c. Hill View Stables
The Clerk advised that Paul Clements had completed a site visit to the stables and confirmed that the owners were required to submit plans for the sodium lighting they had installed as a condition of their planning application in 2009.


Action: The Clerk to continue to liaise with Enforcement and await the lighting plan.

d. Unit opposite the Incinerator Site

        It was noted by the members that the unit opposite the incinerator site had a large number of tyres stored outside the premises.     
       Action: The Clerk to investigate and advise if there is legislation regarding the storage of tyres.
e) 
SWDP – Update on the original plan and alternative plan following December’s MHDC meetings.
The Council were informed that in December 2012 Malvern Hills District Council had voted to sign up to the original joint SWDP and they would no longer pursue an alternative plan. A new period of consultation had been entered into to ensure the SWDP process was fair and all Parish Councils had been invited to submit their comments on the fairness of the process.  It was agreed that the Members were satisfied with the SWDP process and no comments were required to be submitted.

Highway Matters

a)  Report & Works for the Lengthsman:  Cllr Taverner advised that the Lengthsman: 


was now entering into his busy period;
he would start clearing grips and had cleared a tree by the Catholic church
     b)  Carriageway Surfacing:   Despite the reporting of the state of the road and verges near to Gilberts End Farm no repair work had yet been carried out. It was discussed and agreed the best solution would be total resurfacing of the road. Cllr Taverner asked if the pathway from Roberts End to Holloway Farm could be reported again. 
Action:  The Clerk to continue to raise and monitor the repair requests. All Members to urge residents to report all potholes to the Worcestershire Hub.  The Clerk to raise the issue with Cllr Wells. 
c) Possible Speed Restrictions, Welland Road: Members noted that there had been no response to the request for additional signage or a 40mph restricted area on the Welland Road to warn of the impending 30mph restrictions.
       Action: The clerk to continue to contact the Highways Department

District & County Councillors Reports

a) District Cllrs Morgan & Perry:  Dcllr Morgan informed the Members that in May householders would have wheelie bins delivered for recycling. Letters would be sent out to all residents advising them of the date. Collections would be fortnightly and residents would have the option to sign up for SMS text alerts. Normal refuse would continue to be collected weekly in black bin bags. Cllr Morgan had received the application for funds for the verge project and signed them.

a)
Parish Paths Warden:  In the absence of the Warden the Clerk read out his report. It summarised 20 reported problems broken down into 1 waymarking issue, 4 stile issues, 6 signpost issues, 1 surface drainage issues and 8 blocked paths. The PPW would continue to address and resolve outstanding issues. 


A site visit to Tickeridge Bridge with the Area Officer confirmed that Pathways would not deal with the matter as they believed it was a Highways issue. Members requested that path locations as well as numbers were included in future reports. 
Action: The Clerk to contact WCC and South Worcestershire Land Drainage regarding Tickeridge Bridge.

Environmental Matters

Cllr Adeney and Cllr Bass updated the members on the verge project and the quotations that had been received to date. Cllr Taverner confirmed that the lengthsman would not be able to undertake the work as part of the lengthsman scheme due to work load. The project was discussed in detail and outlined as to how it was proposed to be split into 3 phases. The first phase would be to plant wild flower seeds along 100m of the designated verge. Funding for £250 had been applied for through Cllr Morgan and Cllr Bass asked if the Council would match the amount to allow the first phase of the project to progress.  It was agreed that this would be considered under the Finance item. Funding for the 2nd and 3rd phases would try to be sought under landfill tax grants or similar sources.   
Action:  The Clerk to contact DCllr Perry regarding possible funding towards the project.

a) Member Training – Members were advised of the CALC training session being run at Welland Village Hall on 4th February. 


b) Parking Outside Village shop – Members considered the request to take action to prevent parking outside the village shop that obscures visibility for road users. After discussion it was agreed to contact Gordon Morris, the street scene warden, regarding the parking and possible enforcement. Cllr Adeney offered to mention the problem to the shop owner so that they were aware of the complaint. 


 Action: The Clerk to contact Gordon Morris and the complainant. Cllr Adeney to speak to the Shop Owner.

a) Payment of Accounts:  Members approved the payments of accounts as in the presented schedule (attached).  

b) To Consider the proposed budget for 2013/14, agree all changes and set a                                  precept. Cllr John Taverner talked through the previously circulated budget papers.  Following careful consideration, members agreed the figures and it was proposed, seconded and unanimously agreed to request a precept of £18,750 through MHDC and to provide £250 towards the verge project.

a) To agree the date for the Parish Meeting 2013: After a short discussion it was agreed to hold the parish meeting on the same evening as the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council on May 16th.

b) Bench on the Village Green, Hanley Castle: The damaged bench had been replaced by the Bown Family. It was agreed that the Parish council would take responsibility for it and the Clerk would add it to the Council’s fixed asset list.
