d) Nature Reserve / footpaths 


This time of year cow parsley can be a fairly common sight growing on road verges. But in the Nature 
Reserve their growth is a rather special experience. With the competition from the trees and bushes, 
plus their general denseness of growth, this becomes a wonderland forest of shoulder high, ferny 
growth topped with white flowers, interspersed at ground level by the pink flowers and attractive 
foliage of Herb Robert (Geranium robertianum). Above this is a canopy of scented white May blossom 
(hawthorn) growing in the bushes above.


Bob and Dennis have strimmed the marked footpaths in readiness for the Open Gardens. The 
neighbours whom we share the driveway with have been notified of the open day.  Other than that our 
policy at this time of year is to let things grow naturally without too much disturbance.  Wild flowers 
have been grown in pots and will be ready to go out soon.


On the subjects of Pathways, RH has acquired some new and old posts for Jubilee Walk and trying to 
encourage Gordon Kingston and his merry men to refurnish and replace the signs were necessary. 
However, due to other pressing commitments he can’t see this being undertaken until fourth quarter 
this year.
