PACT News   

Clerk has received a call from a resident in Wyre Meadows, Upper Moor who is interested in being involved in Neighbourhood Watch.

Simon Hall has  liaised with N/W for Wyre Piddle (Brian and Sue), they think it is a great idea to combine Wyre, Upper and Lower Moor and Hill into one N/W. He will be collecting details of everybody wishing to come on board and contacting both parish councils to find out if they could have the hall for free for a hour or so to hold a meeting to bring this together. Brian and Sue will be the link coordinators with other people in the villages 
representing their roads. They are away for 6 weeks until the middle of November. This will give Simon a chance to organise a meeting and get interested people on the list.

Flood / Drainage  

The WCC contractors have started work on the alleviation project to the rear of Bridge Street. The majority of the activity is at the railway end of Mr. Coomber’s field at present.
It has been reported that some residents have been sarcastic to the work force working for WCC on the Bridge Street project, this is not helpful. The clerk to send a letter to residents in the affected area of Bridge Street to advise them that the workforce will be away from site for approx. two weeks from mid October while they finish work at Overbury which has been held up by harvesting. Hopefully this will avoid any further adverse comments to the workers.
