Progress report

a. Village green / play area.  
We are having problems with moles on the Gibbs Close side of the field. The good news is that removal of the molehills prior to mowing has provided soil which has come in useful on the area to be resown at the soakaway.

b. PACT News. None
c. Flood / Drainage 
Ringway ceased working on the Bridge Street site 17th October as notified, they should be back on site around 7th November.

d. Lighting  
We are still awaiting our final costs from Npower following calculations of our annual usage with the new equipment.

e. Footpaths

The footpath between Lower Moor & Fladbury (Porters Path) was bought up.  The Chair stated that this was a matter for EVG, Network Rail & Fladbury Parish Council to resolve, not Hill & Moor PC.
f. Parish / Neighbourhood plan  
Cllr  Bell & Bruce met with Andy Ford from Wychavon to discuss wherether a Neighbourhood  Development Plan(NBDP) is the way forward for  the Hill and Moor Parish. Alternatives to a Neighbourhood Development Plan is a Village Design Statement or an up dated Parish Plan.

The NBDP has the benefit of been a Statatory document with the same status as the SWDP.

Only 4 parishes in Wychavon have decided to embark on preparing a NBDP.

The process to prepare a NBDP is protracted. A realistic time frame is 5 years. The cost would be in the region of £10-15 000,00. Limited funding is available but it has been suggested that funding should be obtained through private sponsors and the parish precept.

Wychavon would bear the cost of the  referendum.

Both Cllr’s are of the opinion that a NBDP is not suitable for the Hill and Moor Parish. Their recommendation is to prepare a new Parish Plan for Hill and Moor. Mr. Ford has forwarded a Parish Plan from the village of Harvington. He recommended that it s a very good precedent, and the plan has been adopted by Wychavon.

It was agreed that the Parish Council would work on developing and submitting an updated Parish Plan during this term of council.  Work to being on sending out questionnaires to residents in the next 6 months.

New Homes Bonus 
H&M PC are being held up as an example of how to build a case for consideration, Wychavon will be using comments and photographs in future advertising of the scheme.

During Cllr TMN visit to the Localism Fair he spoke to Cherrie Mansfield from Wychavon, she asked how the mowing project was going and offered additional funds for our machine.  TMN told her that a few parts were missing (back lapping solenoids and roller scrappers). These funds would not need a new application due to our comprehensive application earlier.

Traffic control on A44 while the new roundabout is constructed 
To avoid a clash with the Cheltenham Road bridge closure in Evesham the    contractors on the A44 need weekend working approved. This would mean that the A44 work could be completed just as the Cheltenham Road is closed. It was agreed that the work should be done ASAP which would mean working over weekends.  Clerk to advise CC Tucker
3. Planning:
W/12/02082/CU-Change of use Statutory Date : 
Proposal : Siting of 35 caravans for seasonal works accommodation, including winter storage, erection of recreation room and associated developments.  
 It was agreed to write to Wychavon stating our concerns as follows:-
1.
The visual impact.
The site slopes up towards the northern boundary, planting of deciduous trees is proposed, these will take several years to really establish and are only effective in the late spring until late autumn. The proposed caravans will be visible at other times from Upper and Lower Moor and also from some properties at Hill. If approved there should be a clause to ensure the caravans are removed from site 1st October until 31st March every year.

2.
Impact on the neighbourhood.
The Parish already has 190 residential caravans at the Springs in Lower Moor and 13 Traveller sites at Upper Moor. The total number of permanent dwellings occupied in Upper and Lower Moor is 254 should this proposal be approved it would bring the number of mobile homes up to 238 a ratio not far short of 1:1.

Granting this application will undoubtedly open the flood gates for more applications of this nature.

Pressure on services 
We have seen from the Springs development that this provides little or no benefit to the immediate community but does have an impact on services in the local conurbations of Evesham and Pershore.

Whilst Severn Trent will not admit that the sewerage system is inadequate the residents of Bridge Street are only too aware of the number of tanker movements removing sewerage from the works in the village.

 Revenue to the Parish from mobile homes
Apart from the traveller site no contribution is made to the parish precept, which bearing in mind the ratio above is, far from fair on the permanent residents.
