a) ClIr. R.C. Adams (District & County Councillor)
The Clerk provided a report from Cllr. Adams in hlssence. The mobile speed activated sign has
been ordered and consideration will need to bengigdocations for installation. WCC officers
have made contact with Severn Trent representdiiveéscuss the compatibility of both proposed
schemes. ClIr. Adams will continue to press faolation of the issues delaying the Crookbarrow
Road island development and will enquire whetherédestrian crossing can progress
independently of this. Enquiries are being madatired to maintenance and safety issues relating
to the Salamanca Drive bank. The Wychavon Reggoerslanager as offered assistance with
faster broadband activities within the Parish. W€ @lanning to bid for Government funding to
progress the Parkway Station project to develdjatzos and parking spaces (with no enabling
development included). Cllr. Adams is liaisinglwihe Youth Club about re-siting the old
Barracks HQ portacabin at the Cricket Club.

c) Allotments

shortly and most of the annual rents have been péie@ Clerk is chasing those that remain
outstanding. The waiting list has reduced sigaiiity and fencing quotes are being sought.

d) Playing Fields

The Clerk advised that the adult team is not plgghpresent due to the pitch being either frozen
or waterlogged. A report has been received rejdbrtree branches encroaching on the goal
mouth area which the Clerk is investigating. Dogdeads signs are being displayed around the
Hall.

e) Public Rights of Way
The Clerk confirmed that the P3 Grant applicatias heen submitted for £500 and that quotes are
being sought for footpath maintenance for 201X torsideration at the March meeting.

f) Finance

(i) The current account balance was £8,251.92 8rFbruary with the deposit account balance
at £81,233.41 on®1February. S.137 spend agreed to date remairis22%E70 which is within
the total allowance.

(i) There were no questions regarding the monthly adsdo the end of January.

g) West Mercia Police
CSO Allchurch was unable to attend, but providedmmary of crimes in the Parish since 1
February which was reported by the Clerk.

h) Parish Plan
No further news to report.

i) EnviroSort
ClIr. Bennett was unable to attend the next Liai§oaup meeting on 2DFebruary and minutes
from the meeting are awaited for information.

. 2013/34 South Worcestershire Development Plan (SWDP
Cllr. Fincher provided an update from the workimgugp which continues to liaise with Wychavon
DC/SWDP Team and Welbeck Land to discuss and tyflioence the development plans.
Discussions continue and include the strategicrggegs in terms of size/layout/allowable content,
the location of the proposed Traveller Site(s)alanfrastructure issues and inclusion of all land
available (rather than just that owned/controllgd\elbeck or St. Modwen’s). The Parish
Council comments to the SWDP consultation weredhatel confirmed. The revised Worcester
South Urban Extension plan was discussed alongsmitisequent amendments and a more detailed
master plan provided at the Welbeck public extobiton 27 February. Despite some
disappointing outcomes, positives points were noteldiding a larger green buffer between Yew
Tree Court and the proposed business developmamdjrig set back along Broomhall Lane, the
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green buffer at the end of Crookbarrow Road to ma@irthe open aspect across to the Malvern
Hills, along with green buffer zones along Nortooal to improve the aspect from Regiment
Close. Details of the road network are still toelgeeed, in particular how to manage access along
Norton Road to the SWDP development and toward&treen Centre and Norton. At this stage
phasing of the development is unclear but is likelgommence in 2015. Feedback from most
residents is that they would prefer that the SWB not progressing but that the current plans
could have been worse without the green strateaps.g There appears to be various phases of
improvements to the southern link road, with tha & dual track from Whittington to The Ketch,
but with no plans to provide an additional bridgbe Ketch is likely to remain a bottle neck.

A Parish Council led public meeting will be held #hMarch to update residents following the
Welbeck public exhibition. Peter Luff’s offer taise any issues on behalf of the Parish Council
was noted and consideration of this will be giverihe working group.

Information concerning ‘Community Assets’ was colesed and it was proposed by ClIr. Fincher,
seconded by CllIr. Bennett and agreed by all for. Gdmes to investigate on behalf of the Parish
Council and to report back to the March meeting.

. 2013/36 Land adjacent to St. Peters Garden Centre

The Clerk advised that responses are awaited frgiwh@von and Festival homes regarding
affordable homes allocations and eligibility criger The developers have confirmed that legal
issues are in the process of being resolved whiktlaNow the Crookbarrow Road island and
pedestrian crossing work to progress. Reimburseofés0% of the 2012 Crookbarrow Road
grass verge mowing costs has been received wittethaining 50% promised over the next week
or so. Confirmation has been received that thesP&ouncil should continue to arrange this grass
cutting for 2013 or until adoption, if this is @arl The developer continues to be chased for the
dimensions/areas of these verges to allow Wych@&®ro calculate the commuted sum payable
to progress adoption. The Clerk will contact teeeloper for a play area completion date.

Following discussions, it was agreed for the Clerkontact Peter Luff MP to seek his assistance
in progressing the outstanding adoption issueg@odntact Clir. Adams to request a meeting with
WCC to discuss this situation and press for eadplution.

. 2013/37 Flooding Issues

a) Proposed Worcs CC Highways flood alleviation workdliorough Road/Parish Hall area — The
Clerk advised that WCC Officers are in contact v8BIRW representatives to discuss the
compatibility of both of the proposed schemes.

b) Severn Trent Water (STW) Wadborough Road seweselgeme — The Clerk referred to
correspondence previously circulated relating toaeal of a section of hedge from the allotments
opposite the Parish Hall and STW proposals reggrdinrmacking of the Parish Hall car park. The
Clerk advised that STW is planning a ‘walk overmay of the proposed car park site over the
next couple of weeks with a bore hole topographscabey due following this (date to be advised).
The Clerk has updated Mrs Collins on the curresitfmm to keep local residents in the picture.
The continued assistance of the land agent ancotiditions relating to the hedge removal were
noted. The car park tarmacking proposals wereidered and it was agreed to request a meeting
with STW representatives and the land agent taudssthis further. Cllr. Fincher and Mr. Reeves
offered to attend. The Clerk will request adviani the land agent regarding the value of the land
proposed for this project, draft Heads of Termsnfi®TW for consideration and will contact the
Parish Council solicitors to provide an update oogpess and the prospective land sale.

. 2013/38 Employment Matters
The Clerk advised that due to minimal litter piakiover the past 12 months, there has been a build
up of litter within the Parish. The new litter pér is enthusiastically working to improve the
situation but this will require hours in additiaomthe agreed 8 hours per month. Agreement to
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payment of up to 20 hours per month was proposedllbyFincher, seconded by Clir. Bennett and
agreed by all to improve the current situation.

The
Clerk has contacted various play specialists t& ageistance with project management and grant
funding and is awaiting further information/contadiwo of the three play companies that have
provided designs and quotes are also keen to dssighis will be limited to some extent priordo
decision being made about which company to instricinding of the multi-use play area will be
via s106 funding, with the remainder of the projectn a variety of sources including grant
funding (e.g. Biffa/Land Fill grant) and potentiaNew Homes Bonus funds.

Mr. Reeves advised that the flag pole should béabla shortly and provided details of a verbal
guote received to construct and install a stegbsugor this. The Clerk will request a written
guote. Acceptance of a quote of c. £200 to coosand install the support was proposed by Cllr.
Bennett, seconded by ClIr. Fincher and agreed IbyTéle location for installation will be agreed
in due course along with the flag to be flown (watBuggestion for this to display the Parish
Council logo once finalised). Mr. Reeves will aslyvithe Clerk of the height of the flag pole, to
allow the need for planning permission to be agxkesce a location and flag have been agreed.

13.2013/42 Parish Hall
a) No further news to report other than covered byitdras below. The Clerk will enquire
whether the Trustees have received a letter fromer8€l rent relating to the first time sewerage
project and if so, whether a decision has been megirding connection.
b) The Clerk advised that the Chair of the Hall Trastbas confirmed that replacement of the
main hall flooring is the top priority for use dfe ‘up to £5,000’ funding for capital type projects
from the Parish Council. On this basis and up@séntation of the invoice for £8,743 for the
flooring, it was proposed by CliIr. Bennett, secahtg Clir. Fincher and agreed by all for £3,772
to be contributed towards this cost, in additioth® £1,228 New Homes Bonus previously agreed.
This fully utilises the £5,000 funding previousigraed.
c) The request for installation of a container/prieriieated garage in the car park to alleviate
storage problems in the Hall was considered. # agreed that this would not be progressed at
this time, due to car park tarmacking plans andutigerstanding that new stacking tables and
chairs should help relieve the current storageessihe Clerk will advise the Hall Trustees.
d) The Clerk advised that the draft HMC terms of refere are being finalised and will be
circulated to Parish Councillors for review and coemts.
e) CllIr. Fincher will review progress regarding CCTnétallation with the Hall Trustees.

The Clerk advised that Highways has observed thergpoutside the livery yard and was
concerned about the safety implications. It app#aat consideration may be given to road
markings to restrict parking in this area. As megd by Cllr. Bennett, seconded by Cllr. Fincher
and agreed by all, the Clerk will forward a requedtlighways for parking restrictions on both
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sides of Church Lane, from the junction with Wadhah Road to the livery yard entrance and the
same distance beyond this entrance. It is hopeduvili reduce the number of cars parked in the
vicinity of the yard and improve road safety inwief the number of reported near misses. The
Clerk will review the approved planning applicatifmn the livery yard to clarify the number of
parking spaces and stables that should be avababdie.
