Public Forum

31 residents attended regarding the installation of a kick wall at Remembrance Hall, Horsebridge Avenue. 3 residents had objections about the equipment as follows: 
· Residents weren’t notified of the installation of the equipment.

· Noise relating to kick wall.

· Question as to whether the land was owned by PC.( Representative from Rememberance Hall Committee  confirmed that land is owned by PC and that the Hall is the only part that reports to Charity Commission.)

· Damage to property as a result of balls from new equipment. (Attending Police Officer responded to this concern advising of process if there is an issue).

28 residents came to express their support of the PC in installing the equipment and for any future play area that may be planned.

Letter from Councillor Jakeman was read out by Clerk detailing Cllr Jakeman’s role in the process. (Details from Clerk if required).

Suggestion to install teenage project and then phase 2 in Summer 2013 to install toddler play area and seating. Work due to commence 18th March 2013. Site visit re tarmac due w/c 25th Feb 2013. Tarmac works underway. Kick wall installed. Large objections to equipment.
