Public Forum
Residents attended to raise issues with regard to items 4a and item 4b. Points/questions raised were as follows:
Land adjacent, 90 Bretforton Road.
Concerns were raised by residents at the Parish Council meeting about the above application as follows:

· Area already has issues with the sewers where sewerage goes into soakaway.

· Area runs down into Badsey Brook as this area already floods regularly.

· With the development at Banks Road, and also the potential application at 52 Bretforton Road, there will be increased pressure on B4035 already before the traffic associated with this proposed development.

· There is no pavement along Bretforton Road giving concerns that residents and children would have to walk on road to get to school and other facilities.

· Outside local plan boundary/Had been given assurances that Badsey would have no further developments after Banks Road. This would set a precedent for further development.

· There are concerns that there are already large numbers of properties for sale in Badsey including Brewers Lane even before Banks Road and this development.

· As the site is at the edge of Badsey, the speeds of traffic are high which could cause issues with access to and from the site for all the additional vehicles. A traffic survey is requested to assess the impact.

· Not part of SWDP plan.
