	Police Matters
PC Schoenrock sent in the following report:

"Since the 1st December 2012, covering the past 3 calendar months, out of the 72 various reports made to Police from residents from Badsey and Aldington, established crimes stands at 9 in total. They vary from 2 thefts from motor vehicles,1 theft of car trailer, 1 theft of motor vehicle, 1 minor assault,1 criminal damage and three thefts.

Can I take the opportunity to ask residents if they are aware of anything suspicious occurring to inform the Police via the National contact number of 101, this does not replace the 999 system which is for emergency use only.

One of the more frequent offences is that of theft of catalytic converters from vehicles. Any information would be appreciated via 101 or anonymously via Crime Stoppers on 0800 555 111".
