Activity report

As reported last month, the expected rises in your Council tax bills from April should be very modest. The County Council have frozen their majority share as have, we understand, both the West Mercia Police Authority and the Herefordshire & Worcestershire Fire & Rescue Service, while at Malvern Hills District we have now approved a very small increase of just under 2% - on a band D property, the equivalent of £2.65 for the year, or 5p per week. Paul has featured in the media quite a bit during February – BBC H&W to promote the Malvern Hills Fair Energy Scheme’ (see below), Malvern Gazette and Worcester News in connection with the rather turbulent ‘Wheelie Bin’ debate. A great variety of meetings this month have included the senior team at the South Worcestershire College (improving skills), the West Mercia Police Commissioner, Bill Longdon (his deputy was quite impressive), Tewkesbury Borough Council Executive (problems of not having a local plan) and the Malvern CAB (finding them a new home).

Planning
We were impressed with the contribution of the Parish Council to the informal discussions held with Wolverly Homes regarding the potential development to meet the Affordable needs of the village, together with some much needed smaller Market homes  and  Whilst these discussions do not presume acceptance or approval of any proposal, it makes sound common sense to ensure that the proposal that does come forward from the developer is as sensitive to local needs and well informed as it possibly can be.

Other District Council matters
You will by now have received the initial circular regarding wheelie bin introduction, and hopefully have been able to ensure that the proposed provision is appropriate to your needs. Similarly, please act as our ambassadors and ensure that your neighbours and other parishioners understand what is available to them regarding a change in size of the bin and any specific needs that they may have as to accessibility. There are considerable options in the scope of the offer; now is the time to get it right. Which does not mean it can’t be changed at any time in the future, if need be.

On a Wider Front
The District is continuing to seek to improve the energy affordability situation for our mainly rural population. Following the recent heating oil buying scheme and similar for LP Gas, MHDC is now promoting a scheme to improve Electricity and Mains Gas prices – so visit the website and get signed up before 8th April.
