


Minutes of Pendock Parish Council 7th May 2013
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Minutes of Annual General Meeting of Pendock Parish Council
Held at  Pendock School at 7.30pm on 7th May 2013

Present: Cllrs Mr John Humphreys,  Mr Simon Fellows, Mr Adrian Lovegrove and Mrs Sarah Noble.
In attendance: Country Cllr. Tom Wells, District Cllr Bronwen Behan, Karen Humphries from Community First and two members of the Parish

The meeting was adjourned for Public Question Time, notes of which are appended to these minutes.





1.  Election of Chairman:  Councillor Humphreys was proposed by Councillor Lovegrove and           seconded by Councillor Noble.  This was unanimously agreed.   Councillor Humphreys signed the Declaration of Undertaking.

2. Apologies:  Cllrs Barry baker, Rosemary Philipson-Stow and  John Davison.

3. Election of Vice-Chairman:  Councillor Lovegrove was proposed by Councillor Noble and seconded by Councillor Fellows.  This was unanimously agreed.

4. Declaration of Interests:  Councillors were reminded of their duty to keep their register of interests updated.

5. Minutes:  The minutes of the meeting held on 19th March 2013 were approved and signed.

6. Progress Reports:

a. Berrow & Pendock Village Hall:  The Chairman reported that following a meeting between the PCC, Berrow PC and Pendock PC representatives the following proposal was agreed to present to full Council:- 
i. The upper room would be used solely by the Benefice Administrator
ii. If the hall was in use when the administrator was there, then use of toilets etc. by the administrator would be unavailable unless he/she was prepared to use the fire door at the rear of the building.
iii. The cost of any external repairs would be split on a percentage based on the floor area after any grants received had been deducted.
iv. It was further stated that the PCC would be responsible for decorating the room, fitting a new door and lock, a separate electric meter and telephone.  They would pay for any insurance relating to contents etc. of the room.
Pendock Parish Council were happy to accept these terms with the following codicils:
· The terms and percentage floor area be changed to Upper Floor and Stairs.
· Should the hall ever become subject to Rates this charge would also be split on a percentage floor area basis.

b. Parish Plan:  Cllr. Noble reported that the summary survey results had already confirmed  the need for speedier broadband and an open meeting with   ‘Airband’ had been arranged for Wednesday evening in the School where interested parties could ask questions about their wireless service which could be suitable for the village.

7. Finance Report:
a. Financial Statements:  The Financial Statements for 2012/13 were proposed by Cllr Lovegrove, seconded by Cllr Fellows and unanimously approved and adopted.
b. Annual Return:  The governance review was approved and the Annual Return was signed by the Chairman

The insurance was up for renewal at the beginning of June, a review had been undertaken to ensure that it was still suitable and at the best price.   The Council agreed that Zurich Municipal should continue to be engaged at a cost this year of £243.80

8. Application for a Lawful Development Certificate – Pendock Garage:  MHDC had received an application for a Lawful Development Certificate for an Existing Use or Development on the site of the Old Pendock Garage which had been subject to an Enforcement Investigation.  The Parish Council had received a letter and documents relating to the case and was given the opportunity to make comments on the observations as to the accuracy of the evidence submitted.
The views of parishioners and absent councillor was made known but guidance from County Cllr Tom Wells indicated that the prime factor in determining the whether the certificate would or would not be issued was factored around the continued use of the site since the death of the former owner in the mid 1980’s.
Following considerable discussion as to the regularity of the use of the site, and what constituted regular use, the Council proposed and agreed that the appellant’s  assumption of ‘continued business’ at the site  would be for the applicant to produce evidence of invoicing from the site annually over the last ten years.  It was agreed that a letter to this effect be sent.

9. County Councillor Report: 
I. Cllr Tom Wells reported that the turnout at the recent County Council elections had been above average in Pendock.
II. He thanked the Parish Councillors for their support with the new bus service and reported that users had found it better than the previous services.
III. The VAS has shown that there is cause for concern with an excessive triggering through the village:
· 516 hits a day on average at M50 bridge on B4208
· 400 hits a day on average on the  B4208 south approach 
· 252 hits a day on average on Tewkesbury side of the Upper Pendock Caravan Park
 He recommended that the speeding figures be reported  to the police to encourage them to take action.  He also reminded the council that the VAS was on long term loan, but that issues had arisen at Hollybush and he may wish to move it to this village for a few months in the future.

10. Lengthsman Scheme:   It was reported that Worcestershire County Council had given us a budget of £1827.90 for the year to spend on a lengthsman.   A new contract was signed and a new agreement made with Mr J Moore who has been commission to 15 1/2 days over the coming year.

11. Correspondence:  

a. A letter had been received from Worcestershire County Council in reply to the Council’s request for a restriction on HGV in School Lane through to Upper Pendock  informing the council that this was in progress.   The broken drain opposite the Old Rectory would be reviewed and a works instruction would be issued if it was in line with current County council policies.
b. A letter had been received from the AONB Partnership  requesting sites to visit where development had taken place during 2012/13.  As there was nothing relevant within the parish it was agreed not to make any nominations.

12. Community First:  Karen Humphries reported that her work within the rural community of Longdon Ward was coming to an end shortly and she thanked the Parish Council for all the support they had given.  She also reported that she would be leaving Community First to work with the AONB.

13. Date of the next Meeting:  7.30pm on Tuesday 23rd July 2013 at Pendock Primary School.
