The Minutes of the meeting held on January 5th 2009 had been circulated, 
they were approved and signed as a correct record.

PROGRESS REPORTS:

a. Cllr. Hughes  reported on the  meeting of the Staffing Committee & Clerk at 10 a.m. on January 21st 2009. It was agreed that the Clerk’s probationary period had been satisfactorily completed and that she should be appointed as  Proper Officer at salary point SCP level 17 (£8.63 per hour) and that this be backdated to January 1st 2009. She agreed to monitor her working hours to determine whether the eight hours per week currently scheduled is sufficient to deal with the work load and to report at the next meeting.
b. Clerk
i. Gates on Martin Hussingtree Green The work has been satisfactorily completed and the chain is to be returned.
ii. Parish Council Website. Minutes of 2008 Parish council meetings have been uploaded. Councillors’ photographs will be uploaded after the May Council Meeting. The Clerk asked that councillors prepare a very short résumé for inclusion
iii. Traffic issues 
a. All potholes reported at the last meeting have been reported and dealt with. The Clerk requested that she be informed of similar future incidents as and when they arise rather than at Council meetings – this will  permit more speedy action and spread the work load.
b. Match Day Parking West Mercia have responded to the Council communication and the situation appeared much improved at the last match.
iii. Remedial Flood Works Top Cut Mowing have completed the remedial works covered by the £1000 grant made available by County Cllr. Sheldon and an invoice has been submitted to Worcestershire CC for re-imbursement. 
iv. The PO box has been arranged and this address will be used for all future Council correspondence.

v. Circulation of planning applications. The Clerk has created a new reporting sheet to streamline the commenting process. Cllrs. were reminded of the 3 day reporting period as specified in the standing orders.
vi. a. Tree inspection –The report has been submitted by Luce and Sons . It was agreed that Cllr. John Brodrick will review it in detail and at the next Council Meeting the Council will decide which recommendations to action.

b. Hedgerows All hedgerows other than that on Pershore Lane have been satisfactorily cut. The landowner of the hedge between the field gate and Pumphouse Cottages has been contacted recently.
Pulley Lane hedges remain uncut –the Clerk will inform P. Craney, the Droitwich Spa Town Clerk.

viii.
Litter Problem Salwarpe Canal Bridge. At present local residents are clearing litter not deposited in the litter bin. The Clerk has contacted Wychavon DC – ordinary litter clearance would cost approximately £50 per visit. As needles have been found the clerk contacted the police who have arranged for the site to be cleared of needles. It was agreed that  any future sitings of needles should be reported to the clerk who will contact WDC –members of the public should not clear such litter.


It will be raised at the next PACT meeting.

c. Cllr Meddings reported on the latest stages of the SWJCS consultations. It was  stressed that  councillors need to continue to attend meetings as the proposals are continually being updated. Examination in Public will take place in April with submission to the District Council for approval in July. Public consultations on the Site Allocation Plans will begin in October 2009.

b. Enforcement

i. Worcester Rugby Club signage

A tall, stand-alone   sign has been erected close to the entrance to Warriors Way – this was not included in the planning application W/09/00088/AA The Clerk will contact M. Hurst regarding  this plus the multiple advertising banners on Warriors Way.

ii. Park and Ride Lighting

All night lighting of the site continues – the light pollution problem  will be raised  with the county council.
iii. West Mercia police Firing Range: Out of hours firing has been reported. The Clerk will notify the Chief Constable that the Council is aware of this.
iv. Court Farm Enforcement Officer W. Gairns has requested that he be kept informed of any  transporting of road planings to and from the farm site.
v. Copcut House –the rendering has not been renewed despite previous correspondence with the enforcement officer.

It was agreed that the lack of progress in enforcing planning conditions should be reported to the Managing Director of WDC.
