Ref minute 20/13: The chairman reported on the outstanding highway matters ref Cllr. Smallwood’s report and issues raised in the annual parish meeting relating to potential repairs to the highway outside school and flooding south of Golden Valley. Highways have quoted a sum in the region of £13,000 to carry out substantial repairs and improvements to the roadside along side school. The school to be advised and determine support for the scheme and consider how financial assistance may be sought. Other pot hole areas to be reported included Cutlers Lane and Church Road near Ruells Farm and overhang hedging near Fairoaks Farm.
Landowners 100 yards along the B4208 north from Golden Valley have been contacted re overhanging hedges and all but one to date have carried out sufficient trimming. In response to a letter from the PC the landowner has agreed to take responsibility for the work. The PC will engage a contractor to complete the trimming on the bend at the bottom of Bannut Tree, west side. 
WCC Highways are, in contact with a resident, seeking the removal of a caravan presently parked on the verge off the bottom end of Hollybed Street.

Cllr Lupton confirmed that the legal process of land transfer had commenced with the appointment of solicitors.  The new access gateway for the transferor has been completed.  A TP1 (Land transfer document) has been prepared by the transferor’s solicitors for consideration and the proposed restrictive covenants by the transferor were discussed. With reference minute 33/12 concern was again expressed on the proposed covenants relating to potential use of the outdoor area and the inclusion of Parish Hall land/building, restricting use, presently in Parish Council ownership. It was agreed that clarification be sought and verification determined through contact with the Parish Council solicitor. Cllrs Bradshaw and Watts to arrange meeting with solicitor. The restrictive convents are proposed also to be binding to the retained land and the transferors property. This was agreed to be another matter for consultation.
