Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 23rd April 2013, 7.30pm at Leigh & Bransford Memorial Hall

Meeting closed for public forum

Mr Bellamy (CALA Homes) explained that CALA have an option agreement with Mr Beard to develop housing on his land and have had pre-application contact with MHDC planning department. He explained that CALA like to make contact with parish councils early in the development process in order to take on board local issues, concerns and suggestions.
Mr Rawle (planning consultant for CALA homes) explained that the intention is to provide a development of around 50 homes, with access through Kiln Lane. He noted that within the SDWP other settlements in the same category as Leigh Sinton would be getting some housing development, which would support the future sustainability of those communities.
Following discussion, the Chairman explained that until a planning application is submitted, the Parish Council is unable to comment. When an application is forthcoming, the parish council recommendation will reflect the view of the community.
He noted that previous applications at the location had attracted a great deal of strong opposition from the local community for the following reasons:

· The site lies within the DS17 Significant Gap between Leigh Sinton and Malvern.

· The negative impact of additional traffic on the A4103.
· Access to the A4103 from Kiln Lane is blind in both directions.

· The village school is already oversubscribed.

· The village does not need that many additional homes.

· Problems with drainage from the site.

He further noted that the parish is already working on the production of a Neighbourhood Plan, which will reflect the opinion of the community with regard to future development and will be a legally binding document.
Mr Beard and the two CALA homes representatives left the meeting at this point and the planning committee meeting was reconvened.
