ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION.
Allotments- PC were advised that the offer of potential allotment land had been withdrawn. 
Parish Plan- All councillors have received copy of suggested business questionnaire. Cllr 

Davis provided a suggested organisation/club set of questions. Clerk to format and circulate for adjustment.
Lime trees- Awaiting comment from Tree Officer @ Wychavon.

Shop and Mobile Post Office Service- Cllr Smith provided a report on steering group progress to date. Weekly meetings are being held. Village survey is being carried out to establish hopes and needs from residents. Plunkett Foundation rep will attend meeting on 9th April 2013 to assist with project. Website and facebook are up and running to track progress. Cllr Smith asked PC to consider a grant of £1000 to assist in project. Cllr Grant proposed a contribution of £750. Seconded by Cllr Carter. All in favour.

Burial Ground-i. Email received in response to letter sent by Chair as agreed at PC meeting 

on 11th March 2013 requesting that matter be raised again.  It was proposed by Cllr Lisney, 

seconded by Cllr Smith and unanimously agreed that  the resident should be referred to the 

previous response from Parish Council.

VAS- Awaiting go ahead to order from Offenham PC.
Website-Draft Minutes/Communication. – Website to be discussed at next meeting. Cllr 

Lisney proposed, seconded by Cllr Smith with a unanimous vote in favour to continue with 

the introduction of providing draft minutes. 
Request for Grit Bin/Salt.- Several suggestions of locations from Cllrs. It was unanimously agreed to ask residents for their suggestions in Parish Magazine and assess at next meeting. 
Red Telephone Box-Cllr Smith confirmed that he will arrange for boxes to be removed and sited at The Fleece. It was unanimously agreed to send an email confirming that Cllr Smith is authorised to remove and re-site boxes and that once this has taken place ownership will pass to him. Lengthsman to make good the concrete bases of boxes.

Land at Station Road-Flooding Solutions. Request from Harris Lamb requesting PC to consider the introduction of pond to alleviate flooding issues and to approve suggested contribution to PC to maintain pond of £33596.63 which is more than estimated costs.Cllr Grant raised the issue of insurance for pond. Clerk to check with Aon and Harris Lamb and also to request that Harris Lamb consider the relocation of the pond to nearer to Station Road so that all villagers benefit. Proposed by Cllr Grant. Seconded by Cllr Lisney to accept maintenance if insurance position is acceptable unless consideration will be given to relocation of pond then next agenda for further consideration.
