	District and County Councillor Forum (if any-) Cllr Jakeman apologised for his recent non-attendance at PC meetings due to other meetings taking place. He expressed his thanks to MC for her hard work as Chair. He advised of the financial state at Wychavon and the savings required to cover the reduction in funding . He urged all Councillors and residents to put forward their suggestions to Wychavon on how to make savings. This can be done by completing questionnaire in recently sent out Wychavon magazine titled ‘Balancing the Budget’ or at Wychavon,  www.wychavon.gov.uk/budget2013 .
He advised of issues relating to Badsey being watercourse on Old Post Lane and footpath on Green Leys. Both issues are being dealt with by Clerk in conjunction with Wychavon and Worcs CC.

Cllr Jakeman also made reference to his discussions with a health authority to provide a health centre. No further details are currently available.
