MINUTES OF THE ORDINARY PARISH COUNCIL MEETING held on 12th November 2014 had been circulated. Cllr Mr M Hadley proposed and seconded by Cllr Mr C Burdett and it was AGREED that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting be signed by the Chairman as a correct record.

PROGRESS REPORTS
a. Police update (2842a) – PC Tony Carter had submitted a report which was read to the council.
b. Replacing the Millennium Oak Trees to celebrate the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee (2842b). The Clerk and Fred Walker inspected the trees and 9 need replacing, it was agreed to arrange for planting to be carried out on the21st February and 7th March. An advert has been placed in the Chronicle for volunteers to assist with the planting, there were no responses, however, there are 11 people which signed up at the Annual Parish meeting. The Clerk to order the wire and fencing from Richardson’s of Feckenham to surround each tree. The cost of the trees would be in the region of £350 plus the wire etc. (aprox £100), Councillor Mr M Broomfield has made a contribution of £350, he was thanked for this. It was agreed to allocate two Saturdays 21st February and 7th March to carry out the planting, Clerk to place a notice in the Chronicle.
Cllr Mrs P Warren proposed, seconded by Cllr Mrs L Smith and it was

AGREED to order the trees.
c. New Homes Bonus (NHB) (2842c) – 2 Defibrillators for the Village - an application has been made to WDC, additional information has been supplied and a decision will be made on the 19th January, clerk to establish cost of fitting. Councillor Mr M Broomfield offered to make a contribution towards this.
d. Dispute with HPC and the residents of the track off Church Road (2842d) – nothing to report 
e. Pumping station trees (2842e) – Severn Trent have agreed to replant the two oak trees.
f. Overgrown trees in Dark Lane (2842f) – the Clerk has arranged for David Hunter, Senior Highways Engineer to visit and inspect the trees, and will co-ordinate visit with Fred Walker.
g. To discuss possible future of the Bird in Hand (2845) – nothing to report.
h. Airband seem to be having capacity problems with maintaining reliable connections and WiFi speed, it was reported that power at the water pump had failed. It was suggested that we invite a representative to report to the council on this.
